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COLLECTING CANADIAN DECIMAL COINS

We may choose any one of several
methods of collecting numismatlic items.
Sometimes, the method 1s decided by the
kind of collection. For instance, 1f one
were to start collecting world Commemor o
tlves, World Crowns or World Proof Scts,
he would try to acqulre every possible
different lssue in the particular fiold,

If our choice of collectlon is Colnsg
of the World, we may decide that just too
many colng have been lssued or, that
prices for many specimens are beyond our
means; 50, we must decide which colns to
collect and which to leave for the other
collector. We may decide to collect only
coins made of a certain metal, coing of a
certain size, one example in each metal for
each colnage of the countries of the world,
or, only coins of a gilven period in history.
The methods are many and I am sure that
some may have chosen a different field from
those mentioned.

The reason for this limited method of
collecting 1s malnly a matter of dollars
and cents, and applies with equal import-
ance to our Canadian decimal coins. For
about the past 20 years, almost all collec -
tors in this country have collected Canad-
lan coins by series; that is, an example of
each denomination for every date of lssue,
plus most of the recognlzed varietles. Now
how many collectorg dc we know who can boast
of owning a complete sct of Canadian decimal
colng? How many of these complete sets
wounld grade even VF or better for every coin?
I do not mean those who can say "Yes, I
have all but Y% or 9 of those very rare dates:M
I mean absolutely complete by datesg at
least.

The slogan that has been used by pass-
enger ship linesg in thelr competition with
the airlines which claims that half the fun
is getting there, ls also applicable to
coln collecting. Much of the fun of coliccte-
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ing 1s in bullding your collection, but if you know before you start
that you will not 1likely complete the series, it 1s rather frustrating
and, just as you would not plan a sea voyage 1f you knew beforehand
that you wouldn't quite complete the trip, so, many would-bc collec-
tors have dropped this hobby when they realized that they could not

- likely complete the Canadian decimal series.

Fortunately, we do have an alternative and I would advise any
collector who cannot afford the rare Canadian coins, and all the new
colloctors of Canadian coins to glve seriocus consideration to collec
ting by type. The maln advantages are: (1) You will be able to com-
plete your collections (2) You do not require mogt of those high
priced dates; (3) You will be able to buy all specimons in better
condi tion; (%) It will cost you less to keep the type collection up
to datey (5) You will be able to use the money saved by this method
for other filelds of collecting,

What is a type collection of Canadian decimal coins? Basically,
a type collection consists of one example of each denomination of
coln issued for cach relgning monarch, plus any other changes in de-
sign, shape, metallic content, mint letters or legend and all commem-
crative issues, One can also lnclude any major varietieg, patterns,
mint errors or any other varlation from normal production. We sec
now that what might be toermed a complete type set could later be
exponded according to the wishes and finances of the individual
collcector.

For many years, the governments of both Upper and Lower Canada
had experienced nuch difficulty in the colnage field. Any student
of the tokens of Canada will know of the many varleties of {tokens
that were in circulation and the problems of counterfelts, unofificial
strikes of many llghtweight imitations and, particularly, the lack of
a colnage standardlzation, Sericus attempts to meet the demand for
good coinage based on the British standard regulted in large lssues
of pennies and half-pennies, but in many areas, the use of old tokens
ond ceven nany different foreign colns stlill persisted.

The decision by the Province of Canada to adcpt a decimal systen
of coinage resulted in 1858 issues of 1lg, 5¢, 10¢ and 20¢ values.
Large quantities of the l¢ value were also issued in 1859. These
pleces constitute the complete type igsuc for the Province of Canada
and are usually included in both type and series collectlions of the

Dominion of Canada.

The obverses of all Canadlian decimal colns carry the portralt
of the British reigning monarchs, so we should collect one cxample
for each monarch, plus a few extra speclmens with obversc changes
which we shall also mention,

The first obversa chaﬁge ig found in the Victoria large ccnt

“lssues; those for the Province of Canada show Queen Victoria with a

wresth in her hair and the Dominion of Canada igsucs show her with o
tiaraj so, we should have examples of both types. 0Of course, we nust

have a specimen of the 20¢ value as thig is Canada'’s only year of

For those who would extend thelr collection to lneclude somc
varicties, there are two re-engraved and two over-strike examples in
the 1859 date of the lg value and, large and small dates in the 1858
5¢ value, In the Dominion of Canada ilsgues for Victoria we must ine
clude the 25¢ and 50¢ denominations and can now include examples to
show the H mint mark for the Heaton Mint in Blrmingham, England. :
Date varieties in this group are the 1lg of 18913 5¢ of 1874% and 1900;
10g of 1893 and 1899 and 25¢ of 1880, Other varictles include the 5¢
of 1870 wlth Flat and Raised borderss 10g of 1891 with 21 and 22
leaves and 50¢ of 1870 with ond without the ILCW initials under the
bust on the obverse.

Edwanrd V11 1lssues arc loss eventful and besides the obverse
exanple need only include a specimen of c¢ach denomination for re-
verses and possibly an H mint example, the 5S¢ of 1902 with large and
snall H'eg and the 10g of 1909 with small and large lcaves.

for George V we have three different obverscs, onc for 1911 with
the words DEI GRATIA omitted, sometimes called the Godless or Grace-
losg colng, an example showing the words restored and a 1935 silver
dollar, Canada's first commemorative coin, marking the 25th year of
the relgn of King George V. Reversges should include the large ond
small cents, 5¢ in silver and nickel, 10g, 25¢, 50¢ and a silver dol-
lar. Reverse variceties include the 5S¢ of 1926 with ncar and far 6,
10g of 1913 with large and small leaves and the 1936 dot 25¢,

You wlll note here, that I llst the 1936 dot 25¢ as o variety
typce, but do not list the 1¢ or 10g dot for 1936. This is a pgood ex-
anple of the difference in cogt between type and sceries collecting
and the greater possibility of completing your type sect. The lg and
10g values are almost unobtalnable at any price, but we do not need
them because the 25¢ with dot represents the dot type and a nice spees
inen 1s within the reach of most collectors, Tho same applies to the
07 type for George Vi the series collector would be requlred to pay
almost $7,000,00 for an extremely fine specimen of the 1921 date; but
the type eollector nceds only a speclmen that will represcnt the type,
s0 he would buy one dated 1929 at a cost of about $20. in EF., That
is a saving of $6,980.00 on one type, enough to complete your bagic
type collection in EF,

The George V1 coinage has the largest number of types, but fort-
unately, most of them are relatively inexpensive. We will need two
obverses, one before and one after 1948, This was the year India
galned independence and the words ET IND IMP were dropped from the
coinage. Reverse lnclude one example for each denomination plus a
coin dated 1947 with the small maple leaf indicating that the coing
were ilssued in 1948 beforc the new dies wore ready.

For the 5¢ value we sce many changes, from the 1937 dot to the
12-sgided tombac with beaver of 19%2, a result of nickel scarcitys 1943
tombac with V and torch and the border motto in International codg,
"We Win When We Work Willingly": the 1944-45 chromium-plated steel and
the 1951 nickel commemorstive with the 1851-1951L dates. Some may wish
to include the 19%7 dot 5¢ or 25¢, There were also four differcnt 50g
igsues for 19%7; Straight 7, Curved 7, and each of these wlth a snell
naple leaf added, but one example with curved ¥V and onec with stralght
7 and maple leaf could suffice for typc.

The silver dollars should include the 1939 commenorative wilth
Parliament Bulldings, marking the visit of King George VI and Queen
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Flizabeth to Canada, and the 1949 commemorabtive with John Cabot's
ship the Matthew, on the entry of Newfoundland as a province of Can-
ada. The different types of the 1947 issue and different waler-line
types for 1950 and 1952 could also be inecluded,

beveral changes have occurred in the Elizabeth 11 coinage, so
that we need two obverses, a young head and older hcad; and some may
wish to collect examples of the 1953 no shoulder strap and shoulder
strap varieties, Tor reverscs, besides rcegular denorination values,
we need steecl and nickel 12~-sided 5¢ and round 5¢; examples of silver
,and nickel metals in other denominations; old and new designs of
Armorial Bearings of Canada on the 50g; the regular canoc reverse
dollar and five commenorative dollars, the 1958 totem pole type for
the Britlish Columbla 100th anniversary, the Charlottetown-Quebec
1864=196% Confederation talks type,1967 Confederation with 1867~1967
dates, 1970 Manitoba with 1870-1970 dates and the new 1971 British
Columbia dollar in .500 fine silver to commemorato the oentry of thls
province into Confederation 100 years ago, Lxanples of the smaller
sige of 50g and $1 wvalues as lssued since 1968 should be included,

Varietices of Elizabeth 11 reverses could also include examples
of bead types on the 1¢ and $1 values for 19655 the twn types of 10g
igsued in 1968, Philadelphia Mint with flat cavity edge and Ottawa
Mint with V-shaped cavity edge: the 10g¢ of 1969 with re-designed
snaller ship and rounded figures in date; 25¢ of 1967 struck in both
800 and ,H500 fine silver; wire rim and flat rim examples of one of
the higher denominations for 1953: pogsibly a 10¢ specinmen of 1956
with dot under the date.

A complete set of the 1967 issue should be included as all re-
verses were different for that year and the set includes the $20,
gold plece issue., I would also include one example of elther a $5.
or $10. gold reverse of George V. Though the sovereigns arc not
decimal coins and not consldered a Canadian lssue by some collectors,
cxanples of these for Edward V11 and George V may be included if
purchased at a reascnable price,.

Any collector of type colns can include other mint errors or
variants according to his own wishes, but we see from the types 1lsted
that we do not require many of the rare and expensive coins. It lg
now posgible for many more ccllectors to complete a represcentative
collection of our Canadlan coins. Not cnly that, we can complete the
collection in far better average condition.

It 1s not sour grapes, but good numlsnatic reasoning when a
collector prefers to own and display an uncirculated common coln
rather than a poor cexanple of a rarc coin. 1If onc wishes to consider
his collection partly as an lnvestment, therc 1s no rcason at all
why hc could not buy the most expensive coins for type; but we should
ain first to buy the nicest specimen we can afford, cven if it is
not the rarest in a series,

P.S. The 1971 nickel dollar ls alsc a commemoraftive and should he
included. Sorry I missed this one.

My dlsplays consisted of sets of Canadian colins, includ-
ing mint sets, world sets, proof sets, crowns, tokens, odditvlics and
some bills, Thelr many gquestions indicated a real thiret for know-
ledge and I was able to answer them to their satisfaction.

The result of this adventure in numismatics 1s that T
want to recommend 1t to all collectors who want to enjoy a nost ro-
warding experience and encourage our younger generation in the art
of nuhlsnaticso I intend to write to the Royal Canadlan Mint and
request that they send all bulletins on coing to the school for post-
ing on the bulletin board.

I was able to give this talk as I was recovering fron
a back operation., I hope to be able to give another tolk in June
providing I'm not back at work,

to do thelr thing for the future of numismatics by enccuraging our
youth te colleet our Canadian coins,
