« If you choose to collect coins of countries of wvarious parts of
the hemisphere of the world, for example, European, Scandinavian,
South American, British Commonwealth, etc,, you are undertaking a
larger task. in this casey; type collecting ls advisable, unless you
are prepared to go for types as well as for all dates an& denomin e
tions of lssue. You can as well run into various different mint
narks for a single denomlnation, and needless to say, this can multie
ply meny times, for the various issues,

5. 1f your cholce is collecting coins of your birth place, or natione
allty, in some cases countries go a long way back in history. In this
Instance you can revert to types, or 1limit yourself to a certain era
in your birth place hlstory, and then collect everything you desire
between that period, for example, say Russla 1800 up or 1900 up,

6, Your choice of perhaps collecting obzclete countries, that is to
say, countries that no longer uvxlst as such, example, Es%onia, Lith~
uenla, Latvia, etc., which arc part of other nations to-day, most of
whlch are reasonably priced, with the usual exception of some scarcer
items will give you great satifaction. Again, of course, you cen
choose to collect by type, date, denominatlon or all issucs involved,
7« Lf crown collecting ls your calling, you can follow some of the
previously outlined manners in which to collect, such as modern
lssues only, certein countries, certain eras, certain hemisphoeres,ecte.
In mony cases, to collect crowns of a given country, providing it'is
an older nation, can be a full time underteking, end somotimes can
take you back in time to the 14th century, or earlier. There are

a surprising amount of 14th to 17th century crowns available at reae
sonable prices, especially taking into congiderstion thelr age. There
ar¢ many crowns in this period that are in the $25. to $40. range.

You have to choose where to start and where to stop. Many criwn cole
lectors collect between wertain periods of time in a chosen country's
history? and stick to one cpuntry only, and perhaps include that
country's possessions elsewherc during the same period., Again some

of the above outllined suggestions would help you decide v’ n and where
to stop and start, or visa versa,

8. Collecting one of each of all the different countries, including
dates and mint marks may become very expensive, and in some cases
uncollectable, because they will be unobtainable, regarless of price.

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Here again you must choose carefully how deep you want to get ilnvolve
ed in the coilnage of a given country. .

9, Collecting a certain era of colns of a country or countries you
desire you can use some or all of the previously outlined examples,

Now to the most important aspect of all .... Tthe subject of
booKS +es. When undertaking the collecting of foreign colns of any
kind, books are most important. There cannot be sufficient emphasis
placed on this subject. There arc many standard reference works
availsble, many abt a low cost, especlally considering the weslth of
information contained in each. Bear in mind, in all reference books,
priceg are only a guide, but in most cases the books are excellent
and reascnably up to datc.

If you are intent on specializing in a certain country or counti
rice , many of the books you require are available readlly. Some may
be originals printed many yecars ago, some may be reprints, In the
case of reprints, mony of the errorsor omissions from the original
have beoen correc%ed in the reprinting and brought up to date and quite
often up to date price guldes have been included in the reprint,

Of course, it goes wilthout saying that many spocialized works
whether originals or reprints, will be in the language of the coun%ry :
involved, such as Fronch, Russian, Spanish, etc. If you do not under-
stand the language, and mogt of us don't, unless 1t ls our natlve
tongue, try and plek refercnce books tha% are well illustrated., This
will make up somewhat for the language barrier, and alsp purchase a
dictionary of the language, will help,

In regards to these books that are without up to date ppiecing .
lists included, you will have to research this informatlon for yourw
gelf. This can be done by culling over foreign decalers price lists,
avction catalogues, foreign coin publications, and where else can you
obtain the requireé information, As a collec%or your foreign coin
dealer is usually more than willing to advise you wherever he can,
Itt's a lot of work coming up with desired information but rest assured
you will be a more knowledgeable person on your chosen speclalty.

My own library contalns some 300 reference works, not including
auctlon catalogues and varlous forelgn publications, and I am seeking
many more books that I feel I require., The fact that I am buying and
selling all conceivgble types of foreign coins, makes this a must for
me and I take the trouble to cross reference ail ny llbrary, because,
in many cases, one book on the colnage of a glven country will also
appear in a book on the colnafe of another seemingly unrelated country
simply because the unrelated country made colnage for the formor. For
instance, some colns for early Germany were made in France and Poland
and a number of Briltish Commonwealth coins were made ln Great Britain
and 50 on., When you buy your reference books make sure you use them,
Don't have a nice bookcase full of books in your living room, that just
collects dust from disuse. The old saying, “buy the book hefore the
coin® is most true,

In closing I must say that I find the collecting of foreign colns,
1n my case, the buylng and selling of same a most challenging field,
and holds considerably more interest than, for instance, row on row of
Lincoln Head cents, or Canadian silver doilars or the like. Also the
workmanship and design in most of the foreign field is far superior and
more beautiful to behold than modern day mass produced domestic coinage,
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Th:l.sfl of course, is a personal opinion, which T am not trying to force
Q

rceader,

Your domments on the contents of this paper would be most welcome
and inquiries for information regarding foreign coins, wlll be ans-
wered to the best of my ability.

CLUBS AND ASSOCIATIONS, AND WHAT THEY DO

Since 1950, coln clubs have been organized all across Canada
from 8%, John's, Newfoundland, to Prince Rupert in British Columbla.
Provinecial associatlons sprang up lator, beginning in Ontario and ~
Quebecs The national association was founded at Ottawa in 1950,

What are the advantages of Joining a coin club? It enables a
person to meet other collectors and gives him a chance to exchange
duplicates. Clubs usually run an auction at which members may 4l ge
poge of theolr duplicates. Tables are rented to dealers at every noet-
ing to provide colns and supplies to the members. The club hasg a
library from which members may borrow hooks for a week or two for
study. Guest speakers are sometimes asked to come and talk about their
specialties, and such occaslons benefit cverybody. Films and slides
of colns are sometimes shown, accompanled by a prepared script read
by once of the members, Through membership in a club, collectors are
taught the necessary fundamental knowledge of numismatics and arce ade
vised of what to avold when buying coins,

Provincial assoclations do much the same things, but on a larger
scale, and assist local c¢lubs in the province in projects too large
for a local group to handle. The largest provinclal assoclation is
the Ontario Numismatic Association. It sponsors an audlo-visual
service to clubs, provides gucst speakers if requested in reasonable
tlne, and co~ordinates the activitics of member clubs so that a glven
date will not be overloaded with coin shows., The Assoclatlion has an
annual convention at which coins are exhibited, sold and discussed.
The Assoclabtlon presoents an Award of Merit each year to a numismatist
who has made an oulstanding contribuiion to Canadian numismatics In
Ontario., The Province of Quebec, the Atlantlc provinces, and the
Brltish Columbia numismatic assoclations are similar in scope and
actlvitics,

The Canadian Numismatic Asscclation 1s tho largest assoclation
in Canada, and the second largest in the world. Its Canadian Numis-
natlic Journal has been published monthly for twelve years, and contalns
artlicles dealing mainly with Canadian numismatics. Tho Association
has a large llbrary, from which members may borrow books not otherwise
obtainable, The annual convention lg the largest such event in Cana-
dian nurlsmatice. The finest exhibits In Canada are shown at this
conventlion. The foremost collectors in Canada are chosen as guest
speakers. Panel discusslons are conducted as part of an extensive
educational program. Dealers from all over Canada rent tables for
selling coins, and one of the largest coin auctions is conductoed at the
convention,

These are the young boys and girls
who will lead our clubs and associations in the near future, Thig is
posaible with dedicabed help from the oldsr experienced menbers., By
introducing a Junlor program, we hope to improve this relationship in
the C.N.A. on a Junior and Senior lewvel,

A Junior Numismatic Literary Contest proved to be a favourable
ldea anong mermbers I approached. This could be a yearly event and
awards presented at the C.N,A. Conventione.

Another notable suggestion ls to have a regular nmonthly section
of the C.N.,A, Journal dovoted to the Junlor membership. A nunismatic
article written by a Junior or Scnior member could be featured cach
nonthe This may consist of notable achievenents by the young collec-
tor that should be rocognized nationally or a guestion and answer pagao.

Stemming from the above suggestion, an award could be presented
for the best articlc written by a Junior member throughout the ycar
in the C,N.,A. Jowrnal. Many peoble expressed interest in more Junior
exhiblt awards at the yoarly C.N.A, Convention., For example: have a
firgt place award in Cenadian Coing, Paper Money, Medals and Tokens
and Forelgn coing. It was suggesteé that there be speclal activities
for the Junior members at the C.N.A. Convention. This could include
a Junior luncheon with a spocial guest speaker and maybe a tour to a
notable place of lnterest,

How do you feel about having a responsible representative for
the Junlor nmembership serve on the C.N,A. Dxecutive? The concconsus
on this question was fabourable among thoso contacted.

Finally, an award for the "Outstanding Canadlan Junlor Numismab-
ist" should be offered by the C.N.A. each year. This type of award
has been given by the Amorican Nunismatic Assgociatlion and proven to be
successful. Nominees would be judged by involvement, leadership, en-
thusliasm and dedication in Canadian numismatics, 1T %ruly feel that
young colleetors should be reowarded for thelr numismatic achlevenments,

By introducing a Junior Program of this type, I'n sure the inter-
e8t created on a Junlor level will increase in eéucational valuc., The
C.N.,A, should strive to promote junlior numismatics at the local club
level and this, by itself, will be oxtended throughout all of Canada.

Rack of communication is the nunber one problem for the Junior
collector in his efforts to begin collccting coins. We, as adults,
nust do everything possible to continue to help the you%h in his pursult

(5) BANK OF ENGLAND DOLLARS AND TOKENS - A sliver token five-shilling
piece was issuced in 180%, It was struck on the Spanish dollar,
Two million of these dollars were used for this purposc. The
nares «f tha oripginal’ Spanlksh Coln are occaslonally discernible
on the over~struck coln, In 1811, Bank of England tokcns for
three shilling and for one shilling, sixpence were Lssucd,

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THE CHARLOTTE COUNTY BANK , NEW BRUNSWICH - 1825

Shortly after taking up residence in the Province of New Bruns-
wich, I became very interesgted in the many banks and bank notes of
that Province. This article deals with but one of many banks founded
in the Province, the Charlotte County Bank.

The first meeting of the stockholders and subscribers of tho
Charlotte County Bank was held in tho "News Room" in St. Andrews on’
Thursday, the 12th day of May, 1825, for the purpose of establishing
by-laws and ordinances and of choosing nine dlrectors. These lator
were elected as follow.

President ~ Colin Campbell

Directors - Harris Hatch, John Dunn, John MacMaster, Jamos Douge-
las, Thomas Wyer, Charles J, ﬁriscoe, Johrr MeAlllster a 4 John Wilson.

Among the elghteen by-laws and regulations it was establlshed
that the Bahk was to be open for business from ten o'clock ln the morn-
ing untll two in the afternoon.

One of the first duties of the Directors was to choose a cashier
and on the 22nd day of June one, Peter Stubs, was duly appointed. He
was to draw the elegant salary of one hundre& and seventy-five pounds
per annum, The Cashier's bond being signed, he was sworn into office
by Justice Wyer,

At a mecting on the 20th of July, a committee composed of Harrls
Hatcl, John Douglas and John MacMaster, Esqulres, was appointed to
enquire into a siitable place for the site of the Bank. Affer looking
at several locations they decided on the house of Mr, Watt as beling
eligible for their purpose., They were ordered to lease two rooms in
the house at the rent of twenty pounds per year Ffor seven years and to
puild a vault therein, the entrance to the same to be in the Committee
Root,

For getting the bank intc operation, Thos, Wyer, H. Hatch and
John MacMaster formed a commlttee to borrow one thousand pounds for
six months,

The 1ist of sharcholders contains names from St. Andrewg, St.
Stephen, Pennfield, S8t. George, Saint John, Grand Manan and HEastport,
Maine. BSome of Saint John's leading business men owned stock: Thomas
Merritt, R.W. Crookshank, Willlam Block, Neville Parker, Thomas Hanford,
etec, The ladies were no% to be outdonc and the followlng three owned
shares: Mary Mackle, Mary Byler and Gracc Doughty.

With the bank nearly ready for business came the question of
currency, so again a commlttee was formed to frame the face of the
several notes required ~-- 5/, 10/, 20/, 40/, 5 pounds and ten pounds,
and to write to gome"respectable house in London'" to procurc the enw
gravod plates.

As the letter written by Messrs, Wilson, Briscoe and Douglas, the
Committoe, is of sulflclent interest to print, extracts from 1t follow:
S5t. Androws
6th June 1825

Messrs. Balnbridge & Brown, London.
Gentlomen:

The legislaturc of the province having been pleased to ib -
gorporate a Socloty of Gentlemen under the denomination of the President
Directors and Company of the Charlotte County Banks New Brunswick of
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of which body the undersigned arc the Presldent and a committec appoin-
ted for its purpose of procuring the necessary plates, paper, e¢bc, and
it being the unanimous wish by the President and the Directors that
your House should be requested to accept the agency in London,

The wheole of the capltol stock of the bank 1g already subscribed
and it ls provided hy the Act of Incorporation that the Presidont and
Dircctors shall be entitled to put the Bank in operation upon the first
day of October next. It has been determined that the lssue shzll be
confined in the first instance to notes of five shillings, one pound,
three pounds, five pounds and ten pounds, in all requiring five plates
and that the number of notes to be struck off shall be as follows:

5 shillings to the amount of 8,000 pounds, 32,000
1 pound o the amount of 6,000’ pounds, 6,000

3 pounds to the amount of 3,000 pounds, 1 000

5 pounds to the amount of 5 000 pounds, OOO
10 pounds to the amount of 3,000 pounds, 300

Total pounds 25,000, 40?300 notes after the gravest consideration
whilch the Pregldent and Commlttee have been able to bestow upon the
subjcecet they are of opinion that it would be advlsable to return the
erxbelllshments of the several notes within the limits of those of the
New Brunswick Bank at Sailnt John and that the paper, if practicable,
shouwld be thinner,

On top of the face of the note they are desirous some small cm-
blematic device should be introduced applicable to the face of a county
1ike New Brunswlck, the staple commodlity of which 1s Timber and the
exertions of her merchants confined generally to shipping and navigao-
tion.

The whole of this device to be surmounted by a wreath composed of
roses at the base of the thistle on the outer side and the shamrock on
the sinister. The branches will be uniting above the device, which
will not necessarlly be confined strictly to a parallologram the extreme
size of the note 6% inches by 3% inches,

In the space at the bottom of the face of the note, a still smaller
device applying to commerce and agrilculture generally may be ingscrted.

It 1s wished that an erect figure of Britannia with her usual
emblems on a ground work of tracery should be placed with the ornamente
gl writing and ground work whoere the valuecs of the several notes are
to be exhiblted in figures and letters respectively and &1l the decorw-
ations intended for the faces of the several notes,.

In the body of the notes, the words, President, Directors and
Compamy Charlotte County Bank, New Brunsw1ck and the words showlng the
velues of the notes should be distingulshed by a variation in the size
and description of the letters emplpyed.

For the backs of the notes, thc colour should note be bluc as on
the backs of the St., John notes but a bright red, varying perhaps in
shade in different places Lo correspond to the donolty of the impression
in ink onh the opposite side or front of the note.

Although the proposed plates will be much less showy and claborate
than those of St., John, yet it is desirable they should not fall at all
short of thom in Chasteness of design or excellence of workmanship. The
undersigned therefore beg to suggest bthe propriety of employing artists
eminent in the several walks of thelr respective professions.

In order ot obviate as far as may be in thelr power the possibilty
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of disappointment by the occurrence of accident in the passage across
the Atlantic, the undersigned are of the opinion it would be degirable
to divide the notes into separate portions and that one parcel should
be gsent addrecssed to the President and Committee to the care of Mr,
Bain at Halifax by the Falmouth packet and a second to the care of

Mr, Bowman at Saint John by a direct conveyance to that place and a
third direct to S5t. Andrews",
