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WHAT EVERY YOUNG NUMISMATIST SIlOULD IUVOW 

By R. C. Willey F.R.N,S., F.C.R,N.S, Ar t i c le  5 
C O N D I T I O N  AND GRADING OF COINS 

One of the  most important th ings  a  co l lec to r  must l e a r n  i s  how t o  
judge the  condition of coins. The b e t t e r  the  condition of a  coin, the  
b e t t e r  i t  looks and the  more i.t i s  worth, 

Over the  years  co l l ec to r s  have come t o  recognize ce r t a in  'terms 
fo r  describing the  condition of coins. I n  to-dayzy's catalogues and 
pr ice  l i s t s  we f ind  the  terms FDC, Unc., AU,EFSV1\F, VG, and G ,  The 
f i r s t  two terms have the  same meaning, ' that i s ,  f r e s h  off the d ies .  
The term FDC, or  f l e u r  de coin, i s  used more o f t en  i n  Ekwope. The 
term Unc, or uncirculated,  i s  most o f ten  used i n  Canada. 

I f  you take the  word uncirculated l i t e r a l l y ,  i t  means not  having 
been put i n t o  c i rcu la t ion .  iunong coin co l l ec to r s  it r e f e r s  t o  a coin 
which has no sign of wear a t  a l l ,  and has f u l l  mint l u s t r e .  Mint 
l u s t r e  was described i n  an e a r l i e r  column, on cleaning coins. 

Uncirculated coins o f ten  show s l i g h t  scra-tches from being handled 
i n  l a rge  quan t i t i e s  by the  mint and by the  banks. $hese are unavoid-. 
able,  As  a  r e s u l t ,  uncirculated coins with few or none of these  !'bag 
scratchest ' ,  a s  they a re  ca l l ed ,  a re  o f t en  described a s  s e l e c t ,  gem or 
choice uncirculated specimens, I n  the  case of copper or toned s i l v e r  
coins,  the  color i s  general ly s ta ted .  For example, a red uncirculated 
1927 cent  i s  one which w i l l  s t i l l  have i t s  o r ig ina l  redness,  An 1881 
cent  described as Izy'chocolate Uncfzy' i s  one i n  uncirculated condition, 
bu t  which has acquired a chocolate brown colour over the  years,  

A s t e e l  blue 1887 quarter would be one i n  uncirculated condition, 
but tarnished evenly t o  producea s tee ly  blue tone. Such toning o f t en  
enhances the value of a  coin. 

The term AU means almost, or  about, uncirculated.  It r e f e r s  t o  a  
coin .with only the  s l i g h t e s t  wear on the  high spots  of the  design. 
All  other  d e t a i l s  a re  sharp and c lea r .  Most of the  mint l u s t r e  remains. 
I n  e a r l i e r  times such coins were described as uncirculated with cab- 
i n e t  fr ic . t ion.  Believe i t  or not,  the  s l id ing  of coins on the  f e l t  i n  
the  bottom of a  cabinet  drawer whenever the drawer i s  opened, can, i n  
time, cause wear because of the  rubbing actj-on! 

The term EF means extremely f i n e ,  Such a coin shows some wear on 
the  high spots,  bu t  the  worn places are  s t i l l  c lea r .  Everything e l s e  
i s  sharp and c lear .  There i s  o f ten  some mint l u s t r e  s t i l l  remaining. 

A coin i s  very f i n e  (VF') when d e f i n i t e l y  worn but c lea r ,  The 
high spots  are  worn but not  so a s  t o  b lu r  the d e t a i l .  Most other  de- 
t a i l s  are  sharp. I n  a  few cases mint l u s t r e  S-till l i n g e r s  i n  shel tered 
places such a s  between the l e t t e r s  of the legends. 

A f i n e  (F) coin i s  worn a l l  over, but nothing i s  worn of f  except 
f o r  a  few very high spo-ts i n  pos i t ions  exposed t o  wear during circula-  
t ion.  Everything e l s e  i.s c l ea r  but  not  necessar i ly  sharp. 

The term VG means very good, and r e f e r s  t o  coins on which the  high- 
e s t  p a r t s  of the design are  worn away and the r e s t  of the coin i s  still. 
c lea r .  The d e t a i l s  on the  r e s t  of the  coin are no longer sharp. This 
i s  usual ly the  lowest cdndit ion acceptable t o  co l lec to rs .  

The term good (G)  i s  a borderl ine case, A s  a  ruLe, only scarce 
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and r a r e  coins are  acceptable t o  co l l ec to r s  i n  t h i s  condition. Such 
coins are  considerably worn, and do n.ot show -the f i n e r  d e t a i l s  of the  
design. A t  t h i s  stage of preservat ion the legends and the da te  show 
considerable wear, I n  England the  much b e t t e r  term mediocre i s  used 
t o  describe coiiis i n  t h i s  condition, 

Occasiondlly coins i n  f a i r  and poor condition are  seen. On a 
f a i r  coin you can read the  da te  and legends and iden t i fy  the  types.  
It i s  of ten  qu i t e  impossible t o  d i s t ingu ish  minor v a r i e t i e s  because so 
l i t t l e  d e t a i l  i s  v i s ib le .  

Poor cpins a re  so badly worn a s  ,to be of no value at all t o  a 
co l lec to r  unless  they w e  of extreme r a r i t y ,  Only a p a r t i a l  ou-tl ine 
of the  .type i s  v i s ib l e ,  and the  legends may be worn o f f ,  

The determination of the  condition of coins i s  ca l led  grading, 
I t  has been fo r  years  a matter of opinion, since no two p a i r s  of eyes 
see the  same thing on the same coin. With the r i s e  i n  populari ty of 
nu?nismatics i n  the  pas t  20 years ,  i t  has become necessary t o  develop 
standards of grading f o r  the American and Canadian coinages, which are  
most widely col lected.  A t  :first the  standard catalogues included a 
sec t ion  on grading, but within the  l a s t  three  years  books have been 
published on grading alone i 

For Canadian coi.ns, three  books are  avai lable ,  The f i r s t  i s  the  
Standard Grading Guide t o  Canadian Decimal Coins by Charlton and Willey. 
The ternlsarq defined a s  they apply t o  every Canadian coin. Enlarged 
drawings show the  poin-ts of wear of each coin. 

The secoiid i s  Hans Zoell  s Simplified Grading Guide. I t s  ill* 
u s t r a t i o n s  a re  good, showing the  points  and progression of wear i n  red. 

The t h i r d  i s  The Guide f o r  the Grading of Canadian Coins by Paul 
and Parker. It  i s  a somewhat sl.mplified trsatment ,  using drawings 
which show the  points  and progression of wear i n  grey. A l l  -these works 
are  avai lable  from coin dealers .

THE FIRST TWENTY YEmS

On Friday, April  27 1951, a meeeLng was held i n  Room 4 of the  
old Y.M.C .A6 i n  London, &1.tai.o t o  organize a "London Co.in Club", 
This meeting was i n i t i a t e d  by Byroii Swayze and the  following were 
e lec ted  t o  t a b  office:- Pres'sdent - Byron Swayze, Vice-President - 
D r .  Gordon Suffell., Secretary - Alfred. Nash, Treasurer - W i l l i a m  C. 
Haymans Directors  - Hubert V.  Eckert, John Middlebrook and Miss M. 
Laupa Noxel.1 (Newhook), There were :Cifteen co l l ec to r s  i n  attendance 
a t  thi S meeting. 

This began one of the most successful coin clubs i n  North America 
r e su l t i ng  from the  enthusiasm, dedicati.on and hard work on the  p a r t  of 
the  Presidents ,  and t h e i r  executives during .the years.. The Society has 
,always been most for tunate  i n  having members who studied? researched 
and read everything they could t o  broaden t h e i r  knowledge of the  sub- 
j ec t .  The rewards of t h e i r  e f f o r t s  were always s l~ared with t h e i r  f e l -  
low members through papers presented a t  .the meetings, a r t i c l e s  pre- 
pared f o r  the  Bu l l e t i n  and general discussion a t  meetings. 

After the  meetings at the  Y.M.C.A., the  Society moved t o  Room 208 
of the  London Public Library on Sept. 20, 1951. The f i r s t  r egu la r  
auction s a l e  was held a t  Meeting No, 12, May 1 5 ,  1952 and auct ions have 
been continued as a regular  fea tu re ,  On Feb. 19,  1953, Meeting No. 18, 
t h e  Society met a t  the  London Camera Club rooms over the  Esquire G r i l l ,  
Dundas St., and continued t o  meet the re  u n t i l  Meeting No. 62, Feb. 7 ,  
1956, when we moved back t o  the  new Y.M.C.A.-Y.W,C.A, building with. 
much more room. A t  Meeting No. 23, Oct. 7, 1953 it was decided t o  
hold two meetings each month on -the f i r s t  Wednesday and the  t h i r d  
Thursday. This continued u n t i l  Meeting No, 62 when i t  was decided .to 
hold meetings once a month on the  f i r s t  Tuesday of each monthg a de- 
c i s i on  which has continued t o  the  present.  

Harry G. Williams took over a s  President  from Byron Swayze a t  
Meeting No. 30, Feb. 10,  1954. and. i t  was noted a t  t h i s  meeting t h a t  
members were present  from Aylmer , Port Burwell, Sarnia, S t r  athroy , 
Exeter, Ingerso l l ,  S t ra t fo rd ,  Thamesford and Woodatock. I n  f a c t ,  the  
London Numismatic Society was the  i n s p i r a t i o n  fo r  many other clubs i n  
Western Ontario during these years.  On Oct. 16,  1954 the  first Ban- 
quet and Show was held a t  t h e  Ihox United Church, Wortley Road? md; 
t h i s  included displays ,  a bourse and an auction, The membersh~p l i s t  
a t  this time had grown t o  eighty-eight ac t ive  mem'bers. 

A t  Meeting No. 61, Jan. 26, 1956, Wall-tor Holmes became the  t h i r d  
President.  A t  the 70th Meeting, Oct, 2, 1956 an extensive r epo r t  was 
given on the  events which took place at the  Fourth Amuq Convention 
of the  Canadian Numismatic Association. The business sessions,  bour se  
and auc t ion  were held a t  the  old Masonic Temple on Queens Avenue and 
the  banquet took place a t  -the I-lotel London, with J.. Douglas Perguson 
the  speaker fo r  .the evening. This was an undertaking of no small mea- 
sure fo r  the f i v e  y e a  old London Society and i t  was a very successful 
convention. 

Major Sheldon S. Car ro l l  became the  four-th President of t h e  Soc- 
i s t y  a t  Meeting No. 83, Jan. 7, 1958 and remained so u n t i l  he was moved 
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t o  I - I a l i f a ,  W i l l i a m  N. Clarke  was e lec ted  t o  take over from Major 

Sheldon C a r o l 1  a t  Meeting No. 105 on Sept. 8, 1959, The l a t e s t  momber- 
ship  l i s t  showed ninety-seven members. The f i r s t  13ourse Night was 
held a t  meeting No. 107, Nov. 3, 1959 and was a very successful  event. 

The present  Bu l l e t i n  was inaugurated with Meeting No, 122, 
Feb, 7,  1961 with Lloyd T. Smith a s  Edi-tor, This replaced 'the former 
one page no t ice  of meeting wi-th the  four or more (and now seven or  
more) page b u l l e t i n  which has done so much t o  keep up the  i n t e r e s t  of 
.the menibers i n  Society a c t i v i t i e s  and t o  broaden the  knowledge of all 
with the  exce l len t  a r t i c l e s  prepared by our members, Meeting No. 135 
M a r .  6 '1962 was held a t  the  London Labour I ial l ,  133 Kent S t ,  and the  
next 185 meetings were held a t  t h i s  new locat ion.  The membership i n  
April ,  1962 consisted of 84 members, which increased t o  over 120 by 
the  end of the  year ,  

A spec ia l  f ea tu re  of Meeting No. lL1-3, Nov. 6 ,  1962 was a s e t  of 
coloured s l i d e s  and tape-recorded t d l i  by Lloyd T, Smith on "The Rom- 
ance of World Goldt1. This was the  f i r s t  of many Audio-Visual programs 
made avai lable  t o  the  Society thro'ugh the  Ontario Numismatic Associa- 
t ion .  These programs have 'been a most i n t e r e s t i ng  acldi'tion t o  our 
meetiings on frequent  occasions, A t  Meeting No. 151, Ju ly  2 1963, 
W i l l i a m  Clarke proposed the  forma.tion of a ttLONDON NUMISMAT~C SOCIETY 
COLLECTION11 t o  be placed on permanent loan when a su i t ab le  museum i s  
avai lable  i n  London. Craham Es le r  was named Custodian of the  collec- 
t i o n  which was S-tarted with a donation of ten  numismatic items. By 
Meeting No. 218, Peb, 4, 1969, the  donation of 773 i tems had been 
acknowledged. 

Meeting No. 173, May 4, 1965 included a repor t  of the  Third Annual 
Convention of the  Ontario 1Vuumismati.c Association which was held a t  the  
Windjammer Room, Treasure Is land from April 30 t o  May 2, 1965. The 
London Society was Iiost Club f o r  t h i s  Convention which was a very 
successful  undertaking. Thomas Masters became the  s ix th  l'resident of 
the  Society and took o f f i c e  a t  Meeting No. 175, July 6 ,  $965. Iie re- ~ mained i n  o f f i c e  u n t i l  Meeting No. 205, Jan. 2? 1968, a t  w h ~ c h  time 
W i l l i a m  Clarke was e lec ted  President.  L ,  Mackie Smith was e lec ted  as  
our seventh President a t  Meeting No. 241, Jan. 5, 1971 and r emains a t  
the  helm a t  the  present  time. Our most recen t  change i n  l oca t i on  took 
place a t  Meeting No. 241, Jan. 5 ,  1771, which was held i n  the S i r  
Lancelot Room of the  Ivanhoe Curling Club, Brookside S t ,  and Thompson 
Road, 

I n  t h i s  necessar i ly  abbreviated summary of 20 years  ac t i v i . t i e s  
of the  London Numismatic Society, one -thing has been omitted which 1 
r eg re t  very much and is ,  t h a t  I have been unable t o  draw speci f ic  
a t t en t i on  t o  individual  members pas t  and present ,  who have, 'through 
t h e i r  e f f o r t s  in .  many, many ways, contributed so much t o  the  enjoyment 
of dI. It i s  only i n  reviewing these  a c t i v i t i e s  t h a t  one r e a l i z e s  
how much the  members a s  a whole have given t o  help the  Society, Hav- 
ing reviewed the  pas-t we should have conlplete confidence i n  the fu tu re  
of the London Numismatic Society.

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COINS WITH 12 SIDES - 'DODECAGONS 

By Ruth McQuade Ottawa Coin Club 
Fourteen countries have issued coins with 12  s ides  and Canada was 

the  second country t o  do t h i s ,  Bolivia being the  most recent  country. 
I n  a short  space of time some of these have already been replaced by 
decimal coins. 

Great Br i ta in  was the f i r s t  country t o  produce a 12  sided coin, 
A 12  sided threepenny piece was produced for  Edward V l l l ,  but never 
issued. After h i s  abdication, these coins were melted down, but  some- 
bow a few escaped. A t  the Glenbow museum, near CaZgary, one can be 
seen, so t h a t  we have here i n  Canada, an example of the  f i r s t  1 2  sided 
coin ever produced. Br i t a in  did, however, i s sue  a 12  sided 3d fox 
George V 1 ,  and they continued producing these u n t i l  they changed over 
t o  the decimal system recently,  

From 1942 t o  1963 the Canadian 5$ was 12 sided. I n  19b2 the 1 2  
sided 5,d, made of TOMBAC, created general curiosi ty.  Tombac i s  an 
a l loy of copper and zinc and had never been used (for  making coins) 
i n  Canada before. Some Eanadians, due t o  misguided publ ic i ty  thought 
t h i s  Tombac 5 would r i s e  i n  value, As t h i s  Tombac material 1s dark i n  
colour, the S" ,d was made 1 2  sided t o  dis t inguish it from the bronze cent, 

I n  1943 Mr. Thomas Shingles prepared the f i r s t  d i e  ever produced 
by the Royal Canadian Mint, fo r  the new design on the 5g. On the  re- 
verse was the l e t t e r  V and torch conjoined, smblematic of Victory and 
Sacrif ice.  Around the rim i n  Morse code was the message, "We win when 
we work willinglyt1. 

I n  1944 and 1.945 Chromium plated s t e e l  was used with the  1943 de- 
sign. I n  19% the  5fl was made of nickel  and the  design reverted t o  
the prewar S$, but i t  remained 12 sided. 

I n  1951 a Commemorative 56 was issued t o  mark the 200th anniver- 
sary of the i so l a t ion  of the metal nickel  by a Swedish chemist, A. E'& 
Cronstedt. The reverse of t h i s  coin was designed by Stephen Trenke, 
showing a nickel  ref inery.  Later i n  the year t h i s  was changed t o  the 
normal beaver design i n  Chromium plated s t ee l ,  and t l ~ i s  continued u n t i l  
1955, when i t  was changed t o  nickel  and t h i s  s t y l e  continued u n t i l  1963 
when the 5g became round. 

Nigeria i s  the only country a t  present with a 12  sided coin which 
i s  s t i l l  pn the Zsd system, but i t  i s  due t o  disappear soon. Jersey 
and F i j i  have r e t i r e d  the i r  12  sided coins for  decimal coins, but 12  
sided coins are s t i l l  used i n  Columbia, Seychelles, Tanzmia, Argentina, 
South Vietnam, Australia,  Zambia and Cyprus, and Bolivia has just in- 
troduced one. 

I think these coins present a pleasing appearance. I a l so  th ink  
it would be an advantage, since our coinage i s  nickel ,  t o  have the 5g! 
re turn  t o  a 12 sided coin. A t  present you have t o  be a l e r t  t o  know i f  
you are handling a quarter or a nickel.
