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TWO MEN 4 U D  A MEDAL 
By Michael R. Curry, P.R.N.S.;C.O.C.C. 

I n  1816, Br i t a in  had a new mint and 
a new coinage. This was the  d i r e c t  r e s u l t  
of the  work of two men W i l l i a m  Wellesley 
Pole and Benodetto ~ i s t r u c c i .  

W i l l i a m  Wellesley Pole was a p o l i t i -  
c ian who had obtained the  post of "Master 
Worker of the  Minttt, as a p o l i t i c a l  plum. 
He was a brother  of the  Duke of Wellington 
and the  Marquess of Wellesley the  Gover- 
nor General of Ind ia  i n  the  i a t e  eight- 
eenth and ea r ly  n ineteenth  centuries .  
Pole supervised a complete change i n  the  
mint'  s phy s i c a l  and personal character.  
It was Pole who s e t  up the  Mint Musewn a s  
a storage place f o r  all coinages s t ruck i n  
the  mint and d ies ,  e t c .  Pole himself 
col lec ted  Greek coins and i t  was from the  
reverse of a s t a t e s  of Terina, i n  h i s  
col lec t ion,  t h a t  Thomas Wyon had t o  design 
a reverse  f o r  the  Waterloo medal. 

Pole ' s  reorganizat ion of the mint was 
completed j u s t  i n  time t o  start on the  re-  
coinage of 1816. He had obtained new equi- 
pment from Boulton and Watt 's  Soho Foundry 
and Mint i n  Birmingham, and i n  the  end 
would borrow workers as wel l*  As  p a r t  of 
h i s  work, Pole had t o  engage engravers and 
designers.  A t  the same time he had t o  co- 
operate with a Mint Committee, but he 
appears t o  have been of wufficiently strong 
s tu f f  t o  win most encounters with the  Mint 
Committee. 

It was Pole who recognized and appre- 
c ia ted  P i s t rucc i  S t a l e n t  and commissioned 
him t o  make some models f o r  a new coinage. 
P i s t rucc i ,  born i n  Rome on May 9, 1784, 
was a sk i l l ed  gem and sea l  cu t t e r ,  but was 
unfamil iar  with the  art of coin production, 
Since h i s  youth, he had displayed a remark- 
able t a l e n t  i n  gem cut t ing  and thxough a 
number of d i spu tes  with various employers 
(he was of a sens i t ive  and exc i tab le  nature  
t o  the  time of h i s  death) ,  he crossed EW- 
ope and c a m  t o  &gland. Qu i t e  r i g h t l y  he 
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f e l t  he could make more money i f  he sold h i s  work himself. 

P i s t rucc i  s t a r t e d  work a t  the  mint on June 26, 1816. His work 
was of high qua l i ty ,  but  %he Wyons were nanable t o  trnreanrea.':?r it k0 wdPk* 
ing  d ies .  I n  the  end P i s t rucc i  was obliged t o  undertake this work as 
well ,  

Thoms Wyon died on September 22, 1817, and the  post  of chief  
engraver becme vacant. Pole wanted Pistrucrsi t o  have it; but  as a 
foreigner  he could not  hold t h i s  posi t ion.  Pole' arranged t o  l eave  
the  posi t ion  open and gave Pf s t rucc i  all i t s  bene f i t s  except the  
t i t l e ,  but  he received the  sa lary ,  work, house and pr3vileges. 

Later,  because of several  r e fu sa l s  t o  copy the  work of o thers  i n  
t h e  preparat ion of d ies ,  P i s t rucc i  was t o  l o s e  this  posi t ion,  though 
by now (1828) Pole was no longer Master of the  Mint. P i s t ~ u c c i  stayed 
at the  mint u n t i l  1849, but  had not  worked on coinage since 1825. He 
cut d i e s  and worked on medals, but t h a t  was Al. I n  his spare time 
ho was allowed t o  work on gem cut t ing  and pract ised  t h i s  art u n t i l '  
h i s  death. He once returned t o  Rome on an o f f e r  from the  Papal gov- , 

ernment, but  returned the  next year (1840). 
P i s t rucc i  r e t i r e d  t o  old Windsor and then .t;o a community near 

Windsor, where he died on September 16 1855, of inflammation of t h e  
lungs. This he bliuned on years  of working i n  the  avid fumes of t h e  
mint, and t h i s  probably had  a Lot . to do with it, He had six children, 
two o f  whomacquired a l i t t l e  of t h e i r  f a t h e r ' s  sNl l  i n  h i s  pzwfession 
of engraving . 

Benedetto P i s t rucc i  had designed the  sovereign, i t s  half, the  
crown aid i t s  ha l f ,  the  s h i l l i n g  and. the  sixpence as  well  as numerous 
pa t te rns  of a number of denominations i n  gold, s i i v e r  and copper, f o r  
the  coinage of 1816-1822, As  well  as coins he was responsible f o r  a 
number of medals, among them the  coronation medals of George 1V and 
Victoria .  H i s  most glorSous piece i s  the l a r g e  and beau t i fu l  Wakes100 
medal, designed but never s t ruck nor issued,  It was t o  have been 
s t ruck i n  gold and s i l v e r  and presented t o  heads of s t a t e ,  but was 
never f in ished a s  i t s  s i z e  of over four and one-half inches i n  d i m -  
e t e r  prevented the  d i e s  from being able t o  be hardened. It took over 
t h i r t y  years  t o  complete and was a s o r t  of a "make work project"  given 
t o  P i  s t r ucc i  D 

I n  1823 Pole, by now with the  t i t l e  of Lord Maryborough (he l a t e r  
became the  3rd Ear l  of Mornington), l e f t  the  mint and P i s t rucc i  cu t  
t h e  d i e s  fo r  a medal t o  cornmemorate h i s  years  of scrvlce  and leaving. 
It i s  a lovely  piece of art,  and the  high r e l i e f  p o r t r a i t  i s  impress- 
ive ,  though one wonders about the  au then t ic i ty  of the  cur ly  ha i r ,  as 
t h i s  was a criticism frequently l ev ied  a t  Pis t rucci .  The reverse  bears  
a Lat in  i n s c r i p t i o n  t h a t  r e f e r s  t o  Lord Maryborough a s  a wise and fair 
man, and i s  s t ruck as a token of respec t  and fr iendship.  One cannot

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help  but  f e e l  t h a t  P i s t rucc i ,  as he cu t  these d i e s ,  was moved by very 
r e a l  sentiments such a s  these. ISe was indeed losing a f r i end  who had 
helped and protected him i n  a period of English h i s to ry  t h a t  was not- 
or ious  f o r  p o l i t i c a l  i n t r i gue  and the importance of influence,  Lord 
Maryborough himself was a victim of p o l i t i c a l  changes, 

This bronze medal i s  an important piece i n  the  h i s to ry  of B r i t a i n  
and B r i t i s h  coinage and brings together on the  same piece two men who 
were t o  c r ea t e  a coinage of beauty and excellence t h a t  i s  s t i l l  l e g a l  
tender,  and has l ived  on i n  the  reverse of the  moAern sovereign, a 
s l i g h t l y  modified version of P i s t r u c c i t s  immortal design.

The season of Chanukah, or Feast  of Lights, which i s  ce lec t ra ted  

by the  Jewish community, bagins a t  sundown, December 21. The f i r s t  
Chanukah was celebrated over 2,000 years  ago, a t  the  successful con- 
c lus ion of the  r e v o l t  of the Jews a g d n s t  t h e i r  Greek'overlords. 

Although the  Jews were outnumbered by the  Greeks, the  mercenaries 
i n  the  Greek army couldn' t  matoh the  zeal  of the  Jews, After th ree  
years  Jerusalem was captured by the  Jews and pu r i f i ca t i on  of t h e  Holy 
Ci ty  and the  Temple was undertaken. 

When pu r i f i ca t i on  of the  Temple was completed and the  menorah ( the  
seven-branched candlest ick which has become the  Chanukah symbol) was 
about t o  be l i gh t ed ,  i t  was found t h a t  'there was only one day's supply 
of o i l  which had not  been def i led .  By a miracle,  it remained a l i g h t  
f o r  e igh t  days, Since t h a t  time, Chanukah has been celebrated as a 
time of re jo ic ing  and i s  regarded a s  a nat ional ,  a s  well  a s  a r e l i g i o u s  
holiday. 

The t r a d i t i o n a l  g i f t  f o r  chi ldren a t  t h i s  season has been a sil-- 
vex coin., What more appropriate g i f t  than a s e t  of modern I s r a e l i  
coins? Se t s  of small denomination coins are  avai lable ,  inexpensive, 
and usual ly packaged i n  blue and white, the  na t iona l  colours of Israel*. 

The modern I s r a e l i  coins are  r i c h  i n  symbolism, with the emblems 
talren from ancient Jewish coins. The wreath of leaves  which appears 
on the  Toverse of a l l  coins except the  commemoratives, i s  copied from 
coins of the  Bax-ICokhba War of 132-135 A.D,

D I D  YOU IWOW - 
AEGVPTO CRPTA - T O  EGYPT THE CONQUERRED, reads a s i l v e r  denarius 
s truck by Octavius while consul f o r  ,the s ix th  time. On the  reverse 
of the  coin, we see the  conqueror S head facing r i g h t ,  the  legend 
CAESAR and the  .term a s  consul, whereas on the  reverse  we see the  in- 
s c r ip t i on  AEGVPTO CAPTA and a crocodile  crawling r i g h i  and holding 
i t s  mouth open. By using these types, Octavius celebrated h i s  v ic tory  
over the  Ptolemaic house i n  30 B.C.

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WHAT EVERY YOUNG NUMISMATIST SHOULD ICNm Ar t i c l e  6 
By R.  C.  Willey, F'.R.N.S,,P.C.N.R.fi 

Tm JAR.GON OF TIm H O B B Y . -  
I n  ~iumismatics, a s  i n  any other hobby or l ive l ihood,  it i s  import- 

ant  t o  know the  meanings of the  specia l  terms used. The special ized 
vocabulary of coin collectLng i s  l a rge ,  but beginners and young col- 
l e c t o r s  need l e a r n  only the  most widely used terms a t  f i r s t .  

To begin with, there  i s  the  j aw-breaking word flnumismaticslt. 
What does i t  mean? This i s  the  name f o r  the ser ious  and systematic 
co l l ec t i on  and study of coins, tokens, medals and paper money, A 
numismatist i s  a coin co l lec to r  who not  only c o l l e c t s  but s tud ies  h i s  
coins and shares h i s  knowledge with o thers ,  

Next i s  t o  d i s t ingu ish  between coins, medals and tokens. A coin 
i s  a piece of metal,  usual ly s truck from a d ie ,  impressed with a de- 
s ign  and issued by a government f o r  c i rcu la t ion  as  money. It may or 
may no t  have a numeral or  i n sc r ip t i on  of value. Canadian coins all 
bear the  v d u e  i n  words or numbers, The bes t  example of a coin with- 
out; any expression of value on i t  i s  the  B r i t i s h  gold sovereign. 

A tokeri i s  a piece of metal resembling a coin, but issued by a 
bank, some business f i rm, a p r iva te  individual ,  or  a l o c a l  author i ty  
such a s  a c i t y  or county. Tokens may be issued t o  c i r c u l a t e  as  money 
or  t o  be used t o  pay f o r  goods and services.  Such pieces are good 
only i n  the  community where the  i s sue r  does business,  or  a t  bes t  only 
i n  ons province or colony. Most of the Canaclim tokens issued before 
Confederation were issued t o  c i r cu l a t e  a s  money, and wero good i n  the  
colony or province of i s sue ,  Tokens issued a f t e r  Confederation wero 
good only a t  the  place of business of the i s sue r ,  and were pwab le  i n  
goods and services.  Such pieces are  inscribed I1Good f o r  5@ i n  t r ade  
a t  the  storeI1 or  llGood f o r  one dr ink a t  the  bar1! or "Good f o r  a shave$, 

A medal i s  a piece of metal, s t ruck l i k e  a coin, but never in- 
tended f o r  use as  money or t o  be redeemed i n  goods and services.  
Medals are s truck a s  awards fo r  scholas t ic  achievements, m i l i t a ry  
valour,  c i v i l i a n  heroism and similar meri ts .  They are  a l so  s truck t o  
cominemorate g rea t  events  and t o  honour famous people. 

I n  case anyone wants a concise d e f i n i t i o n  of money, here i t  i s .  
Money i s  what you buy th ings  with. For those who want a more sophis- 
t i c a t ed  de f in i t i on ,  money i s  a medium of exchange, i n  which the  value 
of all th ings  i s  expressed. 

The piece of metal on which the  design i s  impressed t o  produce a 
coin i s  ca l led  a blank, a f l a n  or a planchet* 

The s ide  of a coin bearing the  p r inc ipa l  design i s  the obverse. 
I r i  Canada the  obverse bears the  Queen's head; hence the  expression 
"headsI1, The opposite s ide  of a coin i s  the  reverse ,  popularly ca l led  
' l t a i l s t t ,  I n  Canada, the  reverse bears  the  date ,  the  value and the  
word Canada a s  insc r ip t ions .  

The main design on e i t h e r  s ide  of a coin i s  ca l led  the  type. 
Smaller th ings  shown on some coins a re  ca l led  symbols. The l ighthouse 
and ship  i n  .the background of an English penny are  good examples of 
symbols. The f i gu re  of Br i tannia?  of course, i s  the type, 1nscrip.l;- 
i ons  are  o f ten  ca l led  legions.  The bottom of a coin, which of ten  has 
the  da te  i s  the  exergue. I t  i s  sometimes divided from the  type by a 
hor izonta l  l i n e .  The bes t  example of an exergue i s  seen on the Te- 
verse of an English penny, on which the  da te  i s  i n  j u s t  such a space 
below Bri tannia.  
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Most coins have a border on each side,  which cons i s t s  O f  very 

s m a l l  beads or f i n e  teeth.  The port ion of the  coin outside the  border 
i s  t h e  r i m ,  which i s  formed by the  pressure of s t r ik ing.  A high and 
narrow rim i s  ca l l ed  a wire rim, as i s  seen on the  s i l v e r  d o l l a r s  from 
1935 t o  1953. The rim of a coin i s  not  t o  be confused with the  edge. 
The edge may be p la in ,  as on our cents  and nickels ,  or  reeded a s  on 
the  s i l v e r  coins. The f i n e  l i n e s  on the  edges of our s i l v e r  coins  a re  
ca l led  reeding, It i s  i nco r r ec t  t o  r e f e r  t o  them as  m i l l i n g !  

A proof i s  a specia l  s t r i k ing  on polished blanks from polished 
d ies .  A proof i s  s t ruck by gent le  squeezing pressure each coin being 
s t ruck thxee or four times. This brings out  every d e & d l  i n  the  de- 
sign, showing the  design at i t s  bes t ,  Most proofs have a mirror- l ike 
background, or f i e l d ,  with a f ros ted  type. Proofs Were o r ig ina l l y  
made t o  show a design a t  i t s  bes t  t o  those who had the  r i g h t  t o  choose 
the  design of a coinage; They were presented t o  the  sovereign, t h e  
government of f i c i a l s ,  fore ign ambassadors, the  mint master and the  
designer and engraver, usual ly.  They of ten  entered the  coin market 
a f t e r  the  owners died,  and were much sought a f t e r  by co l l ec to r s  be- 
cause of  t h e i r  beauty. I n  modern times proofs were s truck f o r  s a l e  t o  
co l lec to rs ,  usual ly  on some important occasion,. For example, a proof 
s e t  was s truck i n  England i n  1953 on the  occasion of the  coronation 
of Queen S l izabe th  11, f o r  s a l e  t o  col lec tors .  Canada has s truck no 
proofs s ince 1937. 

A pa t t e rn  i s  a suggested design not  adopted f o r  the  coinage. 
Whenever there  i s  a plan t o  change the  design of the coinage, artists 
and engraver S submit designs t o  the  mint. Dies a r e  made, and the  6e - 
s igns  s t ruck i n  proof, Such pieces,  i f  the designs a re  no t  chosen f o r  
the  coinage, a re  ca l led  pat terns.  Pat terns  were a l so  presented t o  t h e  
sovereign and irnportult o f f i c i a l s  connected i n  any way with the  coin- 
age, They a e  general ly very r a r e ,  

The condition of coins i s  most important. Condition i s  s t a t e  of 
preservation. The b e t t e r  t h e  condition, the  more a coin i s  worth. 
Th is  was covered i n  t h e  July i ssue .

HOW TO ORGANIZE A JUNIOR C O I N  CLUB 

By Paul R. Johnson, 
Promotion of new Junior  coin clubs a re  becoming a much talked 

about i d e a  among co l l ec to r s  i n  Canada. A t  present  there  a re  o d y  a 
handful of junior clubs, including school clubs, operating i n  our 
country to-day. I, fox one? am i n t e r e s t ed  i n  seeing more of these  
c lubs  become es tabl ished whlch w i l l  be of g r ea t  value t o  the  younger 
members involved. Whether you a re  a Junior or  Senior coin co l lec to r  
you can help begin a Junior club i n  your area. The Peterborough ~ u d o r  
Coin Club, i r i  which I am .so intere3tsdand one of the  two Junior  adv- 
i s o r s ,  began i n  1970 jnd has been extremely successful  since i t s  be- 
ginnsng, This i s  a prime example of the  f a c t  t h a t  a Junior coin club 
can operate s u c c e s s ~ u l l y  i n  Canada, 

The i d e a  of forming a new club can appear d i f f i c u l t  but  o f t an  
it ac tua l ly  proves t o  be the  most e a s i l y  achieved object  4 vo during 
t h e  e n t i r e  l i f e  of the  club. To a t t r a c t  and maintain a group of keen 
ac t i ve  and en thus i a s t i c  young members i s  the  big challenge and i s  
accomplished only by the  constant work and co-operation beEween the  
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executive and member S. A club of t h i s  type i s  usual ly  be s t  s t a r t e d  
by two. or th ree  avid co l l ec to r s  who are responsible and dedicated tow- 
ards  t h i s  goal,  

The f i r s t  s t ep  f o r  founding seems t o  begin with six t o  ten young 
co l l ec to r s  wanting t o  join a junior coin club. These co l l ec to r s  may 
be members of t h e  Senior club i n  ' their c i t y .  My experience has found 
i t  bes t  t o  meet i n  a member's home f o r  .the monthly meetings but  t h i s  
can be changed when the  membership inc reases  i n  number h An introduc- 
t o ry  meeting should be planned with the  i n t e r e s t ed  co l l ec to r s  i n  
attendance, I n  many instance , the  founder, a s  chairman of t h i s  meeb 
ing, becomes pres ident  and i f  o f f i c e r s  are  not  decided i n  advance, 
e l ec t i ons  take place. A regular  meeting night  su i t ab le  f o r  most mem- 
bers  has t o  be approved as well  a s  other such things as age l i m i t @ ,  
membership cards, dues and a cons t i tu t ion ,  

The i n s t a l l e d  executive can be l e f t  t o  s o r t  out d e t a i l s ,  t o  pre- 
sent  i t s  suggestions at the  next regular  meeting, and t o  prepare out- 
l i n e s  of programming meetings. One or two Junior  advisors  a re  very 
important i n  a Junior coin club, They ara responsible f o r  seeing t h a t  
the  e lec ted  o f f i c e r s  do t l ieir  jobs and t h a t  everything i n  the  club i s  
running smoothly. 

Therefore a new Junior coin club i s  born. This, however, i s  only 
the  beginning, the  worst may be y e t  t o  come, Even an old es tabl ished 
club can very e a s i l y  s l i p .Ln to  a r u t  through negligence, and r equ i r e s  
more work than ever f o r  e levat ion t o  i t s  previous l e v e l r  

A Junior  club meeting t h a t  cons i s t s  only of a long drawn out  
business meeting, followed by an auction of common and low grade mat4 
e r i a l  i s  f a i l i n g  i t s  members. I must s t r e s s  t h a t  an appealing educa- 
t i o n a l  program must be presented a$ each meeting or the young members 
w i l l  become d i s in t e r e s t ed  and q u i t  the  club, This, however, has never 
happened i n  the  Peterborough Junior  Coin Club. The Executives includ- 
ing t h e  Junior  advisors,  must be a l e r t  and ac t ive  conscious of i t s  
obl igat ions  t o  plan and provide pleasant ,  informative and i n sp i r i ng  
moo t i ng  S ,  

A Junior coin club provides more knowledge fo r  the.young collec- 
t o r  than the  i d e a  of acquiring a l o t  of numismatic items f o r  t h e i r  
co l lec t ions ,  The Senior clubs provide t h i s  service  ancl all Junior  
club members should be h e a r t i l y  encouraged t o  jo in  the  l o c a l  Senior 
club * 

Most Junior co l l ec to r s  constant ly seek new knowledge, be it about 
recen t  p r ice  changes or  the  procedure followed i n  making coins a t  the  
Mint. Guest speakers from the  Senior club could be i nv i t ed  t o  provide 
t h i s  fea ture .  1"lernber S can take ,turns each month discussing a f avourl te  
phase of numismatics or  t h e i r  awn i n t e r e s t s .  S l ide  presenta t ions  , ' .  
should be shown three  or  four times year ly  and such con tes t s  a s  a coin 
quiz and coin grading always provide d i f f e r e n t  p*ograms. 

Special  events  should be included i n  the  Junior coin c lub ' s  yearly 
schedule. Examples could include an Exhibi t  Might with p r i ze s  f o r  tho 
winners; a Junior Night a t  the Senior club where the  Junior  club mem- 
bers  control  the complete meeting and present the  program; a spec ia l  
excursion t o  an out-of-town Coin Show as a group. 

Refreshments a t  each meeting i s  another b r igh t  spot which never 
f a i l s  t o  increase  attendance i f  mentioned i n  the  advance club b u l l e t i n ,  
Speaking of a club b u l l e t i n ,  one should be prepared monthly by an elec- 
t ed  member, containing a summary of the  pas t  meeting, h igh l igh t s  of the 
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next meeting and any in t e r e s t i ng  points  of numisma'tic importance (eg. 
Coin Show dates ,  shor t  a r t i c l e s ,  member achievements) 

An auction committee should be appointed ea r ly  i n  .the c lub ' s  
exis tence  t o  s e t  the  auction r u l e s  and check t o  confirm grading of 
individ.ual coins p r io r  t o  the  meeting. One disadvantage i s  t h a t  most 
members don ' t  have any dupl ica te  coins t o  s e l l  since they a re  Juniors.  
I might suggest t h a t  Senior club members pub coins i n  the  Junior  club 
auct lon where a wider va r ie ty  of ma ' ter id  w i l l  be avai lable  a t  the  
Junior  meetings, 

These a re  the  main points  i n  organizing a successful  Junior  Coin 
Club and I strongly advise t h a t  you think about beginning a club of 
t h i s  type i n  your town or c i t y  . . . . or a t  l e a s t ,  suggest the  idea!  
The co l l ec to r s  are sure ly  avai lable,  b u t ' i . t f s  up .to you t o  do .the r e s t .  
I would ce r ta in ly  appreciate  any comments or f cedback you might make 
i n  r e l a t i o n  t o  ' this  a r t i c l e  t h a t  could benef i t  both you and myself.
