1als offered researchersg with increasing
speed since 19%0, and more particularly
since 1967 when extensive new premlses

and facilities opened in our present head-
guarters Building together with the Natw
ional Library at 395 Wellington Street,
Ottawa. In effect, thig word "Archlives!
means the primary éocuments, down through
the years, on which knowledge of our
Country's history and heritage can be
based; YPublic" signifles all people .
gualified to understand and present these
materials to interested persons through
the media, To-day, these documents in-
clude not only government records of per-
manent interest to posterity, but also the
gignificant papers of Canadians who have
made important coantributions to thelr

Country and the World in all fields of
creative endeavour - such as dlstingulshed

members of the medical and legal profess-
ions, leading sclentlsts and thelr achleve-
ments - begldes such lllustrative materials

as may be found 1n the National Film Arche-

lves, Natlonal Archltectural Archives, and
the ﬁational Map Collectlion. Thus, four
maln History Divisions - Manuscripts, Maps,
Historical Illustrationg of &ll kinds, and
the speclalized Archives Library - support
the researcher, The documents and other
primary materials may not be taken out on
loany they must be consulted by the spec-
lalist using them here in the Bullding, but
our study halls (a qulet room, another
where typewriters may be used, begides a
third with microfilm reading machines) ree
main open 24 hours a day throughout the
year for accredited students., When the docw
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umentary materials are on microfilm, these can be borrowed on inter-
library loan, reproductions of materials preserved in the Archives may
also be obtalned at very reasonable rates. At present, too, illustr-
ated folders are obtainable upon request, entitled: Publlc Archlves
of Canada; The Public Archive Library; The Natlonal Map Collectlons
Records Management Branchy along with brochures on - Tracing Your
Ancestors in Canada; Protecting your Papers; and National Ethnic Arch-
ives., Topical and commemorative exhibltiong follow one another in
several display areas, lasting from a week for smaller loans of spec-
ialized materials ~ sometimes from other countries - to three months
or more for more extensive presentations (which may travel, subsequen-
tly, to other, interestsd parts of Cenada), Facilitles and resources
in all areas rate among the finegt in the world, with a knowledgeable
and dedicated staff of more than 500 to help enqulrers and visitors
get started upon their investigations. A Congervation Laboratory
employes the best modern sclentlflic techniques to preserve these vari-
ous materials - whether documentary or 1lllustrative,

The Public Archives Records Management Branch also provides an
effective and economical storage and reference service, As a result
of scheduling, large volumes of dormant or low-activity records are
taken over from the governmmt departments and placed in appropriate
Records Centres now located at Toronto, Montreal and Vancouver as
well as Ottawas all of which come under the Branch®s management. Some
of these government records possessrelabtively short-term administrea-
tive value, but others are kept for long periods because of legal or
fiscal consglderaticns, or fcr the protection of rights. In our Re-
cords Centres, such materials are safely preserved, classified and
indexed, and can be made avallable to the government at a few hours!
notice, Reference services are rendered on these records with the
permisgion of the government departments whence the papers originates
of course, they may be consulted by specialists qualifled to under-
stand and use them in preparing responsible presentations of thelr
content, Two partlcular types of records are concentrated in Ottawas
thoge of servize in the federal government, and the corresponding ones
for the Armed Forces, While special assistance ls limited in the case
of the former, a variety of reference activities are carried out for
the latter in relation to discharge certificates, valldation of claims
for hogpltalization, pensgiocns, immigration visas, employment applica-
tions, and honours and decorations., In Ottawa alone, our Records
Management Branch stores over 73 miles of boxed records, and each year
over 120,000 reference requests are actioned. Nearly as many records
are stored and serviced in the regional centres, As authorized, the
Branch also disposes annually of some 64,000 cubic feet of obselete
records, thereby liberating 12 miles of shelving for re-use.

Much of unique value perishes every
day - old dlaries, journsls, business ledgers, maps, plctures, books,
photograph albums with ldentifications, scrapbooks, medallic souvenirs
(even lapel buttons or badges for particular events or societies) -
when basements, attics, or garages are cleaned out or estates are
broken up -~ and sent off as rubblsh for destruction, Hence, you can,
indeed, serve your Country by listing any old materials of the kind
which appesr to be of lasting hlgtoric interest that the Public
Archives might be glad to obtaln by gift, through purchase, or on
temporary loan for microfilming any documents of importsnce should the
possessor wigh to retaln originals.

The advertisements of coln dealers in numismatlic publications is
anong the best ways of learning what is available. These advertlse-
ments will also enable you to compare prices on coing of like condi-
tion.

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FORBIGN COLNAGE STRUCK AT OTTAWA

' If, for the purposes of this article, we define "foreign" to
mean off-shore then a number of foraign colnages have been struck at
the Ottawa mint.

The gold sovereigns of 1908 to 1919 with the "C" mint mark fit
this definition. ©Since much has been written about thisg issue we will
not dwell on it here.

From January 2, 1908 to December 1, 1931 the mint was the Ottawa
Branch of the Royal Mint and struck coins under the Imperial Colnage
Act of 1870, Coilnages were largely assigned to the Ottawa Branch as
a matter of convenience by the Royal Mint,

During World War 1 the Ottawa mint was very busy refining metal
and doing other war work. This work declined in late 1918 and in
November and December the Ottawa mint undertook to strike coins in
copper-nickel for Jamaica. In late 1919 an additional striking was
undertaken in amounts ag shown below. The mint mark "C'" was included
in the desgsign. The metal blanks were obtained from the United States.

Newfoundland colnages have been small but were undertaken by
Ottawa, first as a Branch of the Royal Mint during World War 1 in 1917,
1918, 1919 and 1920, The Newfoundland 20g piece had long been a pro-
blem to Canada and in 1917 the opporitunity was taken to refuse to
strike it and to negotiate for new weights to conform to Canadian coins,
The striking of 25# colns was inltiated. The changes were sanctioned
by Royal Proclamation March 30, 1917. Since the years and mintage
are avallable to most collectors they will not be repeated here,

World War 11 was the means through which additional mintages were
vndertaken at Ottawa. These begen in 1940 and continued through 1947,
the last mintage for Newfoundland. Coing for Newfoundland struck at
Ottawa all bear the "C" mint mark.

December 1, 1931 the mint became independent and was called the
Royal Canadian Mint. Under this new organization there was no auth-
ority to strike forelgn coilnages,

A Proclamation dated September 9, 1937 under the Department of
Finance and Treasury Board Act 1937 permitted the making of colns at
the Royal Canadian Mint for other British dominlons or colonies, or
for.a forelgn state, and get forth the terms and conditions under
which coins could be made. Important terms and conditions weres:
le The Minister of Finance should make an agreement 1f there was a

formal request through the Department of External Affairss
2. Sub’zct to the approval of the Governor-General in Councily
3. Not Interfere with the necessary work of the Royal Canadian Mint

for the government of Canada,

A contract was offered by the Dominican Repulbic in 1937. The
dies were made at the Royal Mint, no mint mark was included in the de-
signs., Details of this 1937 issue follows

Sagkatoon, July, 1973, was the setting of one of the best C.N.A. Con-
ventions .l have ever attended., 1In all, there were approximately 30
clubsg, assoclations and gsocietles representing their various clubs.

At the delegates meeting, 1t was qulte obvious that the delegates
showed keen Interest in the convention and, 1t would appear, that the
C.N.4. executive returned that interest., It was disappointing that
Mr, Paul Sigers was unable to attend, who was responsible for the club
program due to the pressures of business.

Mr, J. Douglas Ferguson, one of the most knowledgeable numlsmatists
in attendance, addressed the meeting and brought outsome very inter-
esting points. Brlefly, as follows:

(a) after showing a slide progran try to have some knowledgecable per-
son avallable to answer questlons on the slides.

(b) Lf you have a guest speaker, limit his actual talk to a specific
time in order to leave time for discussion on his subject.,

(¢) senlor and junior membership attendance at your meetings, try not
to let your program be top~heavy in favour of eilther genlors or
juniors. If juniors become extremely active suggests starting a
Junior club or meeting night.

No serious problems were forthcoming from delegates but certaln club
(and/or) assoclations mentioned reports on their activities. One
worthy of mention was the Chas. B. Lalster award of the O.N.A., glven
to the club for the best club digplay at the 0.N.A. Convention,

One of the highlights of the Convention was the presentation of the

Je Douglas Ferguson Award to Mr, E, Victor Snell of St. Catharines. This
beautiful gold medal was presented to Victor who recelved a standing
ovation. Although I was only there for four days every hour of the day
and evenlng there was something to offer the collector, his wife and
quite often both together, 1n all a first rate convention.
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SIMPLIPIED GRADING GUIDE

For the benefit of C.Y.N. Junior colleators, we llst below general
grading terms and descriptions currently used by collectors and dealw
ers in North Amerlca.

CONDITION Of COLINS, TOKENS AND PAPER MONEY

The followlng are accepted definitlons of condition classificatlons

of coins, tokensg and medals.

PROOF -~ Specially struck from pollshed dies for collectors or for
presentation purposes. These specimens have a mirror-like
surface.

PROOF-LIKE - Select cholce specimens of regular strikings, especlally
handled and free of abrasions, nlcks and scratches.

B;U., =~ Brilliant Uncirculated. In new condition with full original
mint lugtre. May have minor bag abrasions.

A, U. - About Uncirculated. Where a coin or token isg between B.U,
and EuFo

B.F, -~ Extremely fine., ©Slightly circulated with only faint evidence
of wear.

V., F, = Very Fine, ©Shows only slight wear on higher parts of deslgn,
such as circlet of coronet on Victorian issues, and of crown
on King George V issues; leaves are sharp on wreathed Victor-
ia heado

FINE - More wear on higher parts than in Very Fine. Lower left rim
of circlet (Victoria) and circlet of George V crown worn al-
most through. Leaves on wreathed head all show, but not too
sharp.

V. G, - Very Good, Much wear but main features of design and legend
clear. Little detall in circlet (Victoria), and only part of
leaves showing on wreathed head,

gd .~ Good. Inscriptions and date considerably worn but legible.

The followlng are the accepted and familliar terms of grading of paper
money as published in the Csnadian Paper Money Soclety's offical
grading gulde.,

Uncirculated - A perfect note, crisp and clean as when new and with-
out any creaseg or blemlshes. Colours have original bright-
ness, (The grade CU is now used to indlcate that a note in
guestion is Crisp Uncirculated) .

Extremely Fine - Crlsp and clean as when new, but with minor creases
or blemishes., Colours have original brightness.

Very Flne - Falrly crlsp and clean, but with some creases and other
sighs of having been in circulation.

Fine ~ A well circulated note, but stlll firm, a little solling or
Fading of colours.

Very Good ~ A whole note, with some signs of edge fraying, damaged
corners and perhaps some solling and fadling of colours. Some
wear evident at creases.

GoQd-Poor -Unless very scarce, notes in these conditions are not usu-
ally collectible. They are very worn, dirty, faded and gener~
ally unattractive, often with tears or pieces missing.

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THE COINAGE OF THE FLJL TSLANDS

The Fiji Islands group consiste of 322 islands, situated apout
1100 miles north of New Zealand and 3,000 miles eas% of Australlg,
Most of the l1slands are of volcanic origin with the remalnder belng
coral attols, Of the 106 populated islands, there are two maln ones
and the capital clty, called Suva, is located on the island of Vite
Levu,

The Fijl group was first discovered by the famous Dutch navigator
Tasman in 1643, The islands cover an area of 7083 square miles, with
forestry belng the main industry. The production of bananas, coconuts,
and sugar~cane belng the secondary industry; but within the next few
years, the tourist trade will certalnly become the major lndustry.

British interesgt in the islands began in 1874, when, on October
10th, Fiji became a Crown Colony of the British Empire. 1%t was not
untii 193% that Fiji had its own colnage, the colnage of Australia
being used from 1910, circulating at par’ with the British pound, un-
til the different exchange rates between the Britlsh and Australlan
pounds necessltated a distinctive colnage for Fijl.

The first issue in 1934 consisted of a silver florin, shilling
and sixpence, and g cupro-nickel penny and halfpenny. The obverse of
the silver coins have the crowned bust of George V facing left, as on
the coins of New Zealandsy:the reverse of the florln bears the coat-of-
arms of the Colonys; the shilling a native boat; and, the sixpence a
turtle. The penny =nd halfpenny have a centre hole and no bust.

Fiji 1s one of the few countries to issue colnage for the relgn
of Edward V111, which was issued prior to his abdication in December,
1936, This issue conslisted of the one penny denomination and bears
the legend EDWARD V111l KING EMPEROR,

The colnage of George V1 continued wlth the same reverses as the
previcus relgn, and, on the obverse, the crowned head faclng left and
bearing the legend GECRGE V1 KiNG EMPER(R. In 1942 an@ 19%3,due to
wartime shortages of nickel, the penny and halfpenny were struck in
brass. The next issue, in 1949, reverting to cupro-nickel, In 1947
a new denomination was added which consisted of a twelve-sided three-
penny plece, struck in brass, with the reverse showing a native hut.
The legend was changed after 1947 to resd GRORGE THE SIXTH KING.

The issues of Elizabeth 11 bear a crowned head facing right, with
the legend ELIZABETH 131 QUEEN. The reverses follow the previocus types.
The halfpenny was withdrawn during the mid-fifties as a prior step to
declmalizationsy also, the colns prior to the reign of Elizabeth were
yithdrawn for bheir bullion value. All the colns of Elizabeth were
struck in cupro-nickel, wlth the exception of the three-pence., The
coins prior to these were struck in .500 fine silver,

On January 13th, 1969 Fiji changed over to a decimal currency
based on 100 cents to the dollar, a dollar being the equivalent of 10
shillings of the old currency, and issued in denominations of cupro-.
nickel $1, 20 cents, 10 cents and 5 cents, plug bronze 2 cents and
1 cent. A4l1 coinsg feature the bust of Queen Elizabeth, by Arnold Machin,
on the obverse; and the reverse designs are, $1 -- the coat-of-armss
20¢ ~~ a ceremonial whale tooths; 10¢ -- a throwing cluby 5¢ ~- a Fijian
drums 2¢ -- a Fijlan fang and 1¢ -~ a Kava bowl. Kava ﬁeing the nat-
ional drink, which is made from the pounded root of the pepper plant.
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A1l coins of Fiji have been struck at the Royal Mint, England,
with the exception, of the 1941 and 1942 dates, which were struck at
the San Francisco Mint, U.S.A, None of the mintages are large and
most of the .colns having been wlthdrawn, a complete date set would be
a challenge to chplete! although the coln-series started less than
40 years ggo, B , - e

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THE BEFECT OF WORLD WAR 11 ON CQEADIAN COLNS

Anybody who was alive during World War 11 knows that there was
a vast difference between living standards in Cenada -and in Britain
or the U;8,,-and yet, while the coins of Britaln were virtually un-
changed during the war years, those of Canada were- altered by wartime
circumstances., These changes included new desligns, new metals and the
appearance of U,S8. mint-marks.

Al though there was no food rationing in Canada to the @Xtent there
was in Brltailn, and the war brought a great deal of pposperity to the
home front even 1f some items Iike gasoline were hard to get, the
nlckel was radlmally changed no fewer than three times in as manﬁ
years, and a distinctive wartime product in four years, 1942, 1943,
LoUh and 1945,

The tssue of these colns colnclded wlth Canafda's growlng invelve=
ment in the war, & small Canadian foree wae overwhelmed at Hong Kong
in late December, 19%1, Canadlans formed the majopity of fo¥ees i
the Dieppe raild of 1942, and by the fall of 1943 a Cmnadian corps Was
fighting in Italy. The major commitment came with D-Day and continued
until the end of the war., . O

Late in 1942 nlakel was abandoned for coinage and the Canadian
5-cent coin became "TOMBACY, an alloy of 88% copper and 12% zinc.

Al though the Ottawa Mint retained the old design, which had the King

on the obverse and the beaver gracing the reverse, it changed the

shape to 12-gsided, This effectively prevented the new "nickel" belng
confused wlth the current cent. It also effectively kept the coin from
circulating in the United States. The customary round "nickel" used to
enter circulation in the States, even though Canadian Coins were not
popular there at the time!

The following year the OttawaMint issued an unusual new design,
a propaganda motif akin to contemporary reminders that there was a
war golng on. Thomas Shingles, chief engraver at Ottawa, produced a
new reverse which featured a prominent V, within which wags a flaming
torch, Above the V and torch was "Canada", and below '"cents', The V
thus symbolized Victory while also indicating the value, Canada re-
talned the brass alloy ln 1943, but the next year substltuted chromium-
plated steel and kept that through 1945, In 1946 the "nickel" booame
nickel agaln.

The 19k2 bras§ beaver is falrly scarce, the 1943 somewhat mepe
common end YHs 19 and 1945 steel celns are sbill in rathe? plentifwl
ﬁmpﬁiy.
