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appears to be an increase in the numbers
of perscns entering the hobby, many of
these newer, as well as the older members,
are not Interested in jolning elther the
Provincial or National Numismatic Associa-
tions. In Ontario alone, 1t is sald that
there ig more than a thousand collectors,
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amongst collectors. During the month, each c¢lub could hold an O.N.A.
night. The program could be lald on by members of the club who are
already O.N.A. members. The program might consist of a five minute
talk on the Ontario Numlsmatic Assoclation, concluding with a slide
presentation from the O,N.A. Audio-Visual service.

Doeg your club have monthly draws at the meetings? Substitute
the filrst prize with a free membership in the Ontario Numismatic Assoc-
iation. Second prize could be an 0.N.A. medal. If you have a meeting
prior to the 0.N.A. Convention, substitute the first prlze with a
palr of banquet tlckets.

During the Convention time, why not make up a car pool and share
the expenses to the Convention., Try to bring people with you who have
never been bto an 0.N.A, Convention before, When appointing g delegate
to the 0.N.A, Convention, pick someone who has never attended before.
As a club project, why not pick two or three asglistants to accompany
the club delegate, but don't go empty-handed. Put together a club
display and bring 1t to the Convention. The assistants could write
up various sections of the Convention for the club bulletin,

I have mentioned what the clubsg can do to encourage its members
to join the O.N.A. What, then, has the 0.N.A. to offer these members,
who, we hope, will join. The O.N.A., 1s a service organization, pro-
viding service and assistance to individuals, members and clubs throu-
ghout Ontario.lt offers an audio~visual service which is avallable to
members and clubs. Thlis service is made up of slides and films on
many nunismatic subjects. The library, which is being presently re-
organlzed, offers its members, many choice numismatlc books and arte
icles on every facet of the hobby. The speaker's circult is a service
composed of knowledgeable speakers willing to travel to talk on many
nunismatic topliecs. And speaking of speakers, why not tie the event in
with your draws, There are still many O0.N.A. medals left over from
past Conventions that would make excellent prizes and they are well
worth collecting, At the top of the list and well worth the price of
membership ls the Numismatist, the offlcial monthly publlcatlon of the
Ontario Numismatic Association. This journal is chock full of numlsmatic
happenings around Ontario, news and views of the various clubs and the -
latest information on show dates for the various clubs around Ontario,
This also assists clubs in arranging dates to avold conflict with other
clubs. The Numismatist is punched to fit a three ring binder and bew
comes a valuable tool for information.

The next Convention is belng held in Niagara Falls, Ontario, at
the Sheraton-~Brock Hotel. Now 1s the time to foster and encourage
active participation in the O.N.A, from all members of the hobby. It
ls your voice in Ontario Numismatics., We need your support te help
make 1t grow, Will you help?

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THE SILVER WEDDING COINS OF ELIZADETH II
By Ruth McQuade
It aeems natural to assume the lssue of coins, such as these,
captures the romantic imagination of the world., These coins are not
just bought by collectors, but by everyone. They are the sort of coins
that people buy and tuck away, or give to a favourite nlece or nephew,
The degipgns are wvery inbteresting, and they make a very lovely collec-
tion.

The crown size colns of Britain, . iernsey, Isle of Man and
Gibraltar were issued in both cupro nickel and .925 silver, Bermuda
issued a 500 and ,92% crown. Uhe Caynan Islands igsued two colns,
a .925% silver and a gold coin - both in proof and uncirculated. The
»925 silver coing of Britain, Cuernsey, Isle of Man and Bermuda were
a proof lssue,

Jersey issued nine colns, in proof and uncircuwlated, four of them
in silver and five in gold. Whlle they are all beautiful coins, I
personally feel that thls large number 1s not in keeping with the

gpirit of the occasion they commemorate.

The colns of the Cayman Islands, Isle of Man and Bermuda were all
made at the Royel Canadian Mint, whlle the Britlsh, Guernsey and
Gibraltar were made at the Royal Mint.

The Jersey coins were made by York Stampings. York Stampings
could be called a new mint, 1t 1¢ in Birmingham and has been curren-
tly producing stampings snd preseings of guch things as Jewelry and
metal parts.

On Nov. 20, 1972, all the banks in G,B., had the British silver
wedding coln in cupro nickel on sale at its face value of 25 pence
(60g Canadlan). This issue was sold out. Britaln also made available
100,000 of these colns in .925 sgllver proof and they were sold very
qulcklyy This coln has on the obverse the Arnold Machin portrait,
which 1s found on all other silver Wedding coins except Guernsey., It
was 38,6 mm, 28,36 grans with a reeded edge. Arnold Machin also de-
slgned the reverse which has the letters EP on a background of follage
with the figure of Eros between, surmounted by a Royal crown, with the
legend, "Elizabeth and Philip 20 Nov, 1947-1972", The silver issue of
this coln wag the first sterling silver crown to be igsued since 1902,

Michael Rizszello designed the reverse of the BERMUDA coin showing
a map of Bermuda with the Royal Cypher to the left and the Royal Cypher
of Philip to the lower right. Legend "Silver Weddlng 1972 one dollar",
A Royal Canadlian Mint production.,

Arnold Machin designed the reverse of the GUERNSEY coin showing
Eros, God of Love, standing on the Guernsey 1ily. Legend "Elizabeth
and Philip 194719721, Made at the Royal Mint.

Stuart Devlin deslgned the reverse of the GIBRALTAR coin showing
gartered coat of arms of Queen Ellzabeth and Prince Philip with date
1947 above 1972 below. Legend, '"Silver Wedding Anniversary 25 new
pence," Made at the Royal Mint.

Stuart Devlin designed the reverse of the ISLE OF MAN coin showing
conjoint armg of H.,R.H. and Prince Philip, with a celtic ring chain.
The legend, "Silver Wedding Anniversary 25 pence'. Produced by the
Royal Canadlan Mint.

Michael Rizzello designed the conjoint portralts of Queen Eliza-
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beth and Prince Phillip on the reverse of the Cayman Islands colns,
Legend, "8ilver Wedding Anniversary 1947-1972 twenty-five dollars',

Norman Stillman designed the reverses of all the JERSEY coing,
The 50 pence shows the Royal Mace; £1 shows the Jersey Lily; £2 shows
the ship "Alexandre's £2.50 shows a Lobggers; £9 (gold) shows a lesser
white toothed shrew; £10 (gold) a gold torgue; £20 an Ormer shells
£25 the arms of Queen Elizabeth 1j £5C shows the arms of the Bailiwlck
of Jersey. All with the same legend, "Queen Hlizabeth the Second
Silver Wedding 1972",

The COOK TSLANDS 1ssued 7 colns on Nov., 20, 1972, which they say
was bo commemorate the Silver Wedding of Queen Blizabeth and Prince
Philip. It is a plity that no meantion was made of this in the legend.
On the obverse 1t says "Elizabeth 11 Cook ILslands 1972", and there
are no legends on the reverses., All the reverseg were designed by
James Berry, and the coling were made at the Royal Australiasn Mint in
Canberra. 1t ig interesbing to note that on the $2.00 coin igsued thls
year by the Cook Islands, 1t tells in the legend on the reverse what
it commemorates.

I these Cook Islands colns are included, it mekes a total of
23 coing.

Soon, this once in g lifetime 1lssue of Queen Flizabeth Silver
Wedding colns will go into hiding. They could be used for legal {tender
but I am sure none of them will. In about five years nobody will re-
member the deglgns - I mean nobody but the coln collectors - and how
many of them will?

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PORTRATTS ON COINS

Thanks to Champlain Coln Club

Portraits on coins provide one of the most extensive fields of
gpeclialization in numismatics. Beglmning with the Greek Colnage
portrayling Alexander the Great (33§~323)B.C. actually struck after
his death, one can include Ptolemy Soter (324-28% B,C,) founder of
the dynas%y which ruled Egypt for two and a half centuries, Ptolemy
Soter was the first to place his own head on coins purely as a por-
tralt type of ruler, The portrait continued to gppear on all coins
of succegsive rulers of Egypt, down to the time of the Roman Conquest,
In Y B,C. the Roman Senate decreed that Caesar should be the first
honoureg by placing hls portralt on the denarius. Many others quickly
Followed,

It was not until the latbter half of the 10th century that porte
raits began to appear on Anglo~Saxon colng but most relgning monarchs
appear on the obverse of Emglish colns to the present.

Beautliful portralt colng have and are being minted throughout
Burope, Asla, Africa and North and South America, Modern lssues ree
flect %he ability of coiners, engravers and mintmasters to balance
degign with areg or fleld ané a better knowledge of metal usage with
high speed pregsaes.

Though the collecting of portraits on colns is a wast field, it
will provide the enthusiastic collector with more knowledge of h{stu
ory, geography, lineage and economics than zlmost any other fleld of
nunlsmatics. Anyone in search of a new field of collecting should

not overlook this one.
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REPORT OF THE MASTER OF THE ROYAL CANADIAN MINT
There ls glways a wealth of interesting facts to learn from &
Mint report. The 1972 igssue of the Royal Canadian Mint report has
now bhaeen released,

If you are one that looks at the pictures first, you wlll see a
glaring mistake below the first picture, but then, it is ilnevitable,
in a report like this, where so many are involved, that some mistakes
are made.

The 1972 production of domestic coins increased by 48%, The
numismatle trade was down from 3 million to 2.3 million, but they were
busy wlth orders for colns from Jamalca, Cayman Islands, Bahamas,
Iran, Bermuda and lsle of Man,

9,931 medals were struck, 594,215,417 pleces of Canadian coins
were issued, $341,581,00 was collécted for Silver dollars issued sep-
arately, and #1 3,%92.00 was collected for Nickel dollars issued
geparately.,

Toronto recelved the largest amount of coin, followed by Montreal,
Vancouver, Calgary esnd Ottawa.

Of the uncirculated coins issued since 1963, 1969 had the lowest
figure with 1972 coming second. _

"Proof-Struck!, "Proof-Like", etc., and I remember reading some years
ago an artlcle by a very learned numlsmatist and author, R. 8. Yeoman,
which commented on this very subject and was a most iInteresting
commentary on it. I am sure Mr, Yeoman will permit me the privilege
of repeating it, as wlll the C.N.A. Editor of those days, my good
friend, E. Victor Snell. ©So wlthout further ado, here ig the article--

IN SEARCH
Of A Numigmatic-~Like Term

We are freguently bothered by the term “proof-like'', What our
hobby needs at the moment 1g a good, acceptable term that would de-
scribe once and for all the state of quality that means choice, tops,
select, near perfect, or something of the kind. Unguestionably
Canadian angd Israell mint set quallty can be called '"select uncircur
lated", Moreover, these coins are handled with tender, loving care
and are attractlvely packaged for thce souvenlr buyer or numismatlst.
Whatever the present acceptance of terminology may be, these speclmens
convey an honest , legitimate attempt to supply coins in the best
obtainable standard mint-run condition, Plans are afoot to lmprove
their present dquality to a still higher level, Thls can be expected
when the new mint facilities are fully established., Meanw;ile, the
numlsmatic profegssion ought to establish a universally acceptable term
to fit this grade of perfection and drop forever any relatlonshlp wlth
the term '"proof', which is another method of manufacture entirely.

Here 1¢ a good place to express this editor's understanding and
use of the label 'proofY, It is simply a speclal procedure of die-
making and preparation of blanks followed by stazping in a speclal way
with special equipment. It 1s not a grade or condition: it i1s a
proof, A mishandled proof may recelve any degree of damage and thereby
earn the term “impalred prooft, It'!'s still a proof. Some numismate
ists accept the same grading standards for these colns as for regular
coing for the purpose of evalu.ting such specimens. Nevertheless and
notwithstanding, such a plece is and will remain a proof specimen,

Unfortunateiy, the term "proof-like" has crept into our Conadian
and United States vernacular. It was originated, innocently to be sure,
to embellish and enhance the desirability of nice, cleanly struck
business strikes selected from run-of-the-mint colns. These are hone-
egtly worth more and bring more. But they are not in any sense proofs,
or like pkolbif, In short, proof is not a grade. TIt's a method of man-
ufacture. To describe a coin ag proof-like 1lg therefore migleading he-
caunse 1t Implies that 1t was somehow made in a manner to imitate a
proof, which it wag not. Unfortunately, the hyphenated word is now a
commerclal gimmick to turn the collector's mind just a wee bit gently
into a thought trap, the resulting thought emerging slightly off the
beam of reality.
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IN LIGHTER VELN

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BRICK TEA MONEY
THANKS TO LONDON NUMISMATIC SOCTHTY

Was there such a thing as "brick tea! money? Yes, there was and
it was used in Siberia, Tibet, Turkeston, Mongolia and China. It is
actually one of our best examples of a commodity money w..3 accepted

a8 true money.

It is not known exactly when tea money was first usedi but 1t
appears to have clrculated for at least three centuries. ts use
persisted until very recently, having been found in northwestern China,
Tibet and Mongolia during World War 1l.

During its peak of use, millions of pounds of brick tea money
were carried by yak, and horse caravans over practically all the cent-
al. and northern part of Asla, serving as the maln standard of exgaange
medium,

Japan's entrance into Mongolia, its retaking by Russlan troops
and 1ts occupation by the Red Chinese in 1946, the annihilation of
Tibet by the Chinese end the revamping by communist control of China
and Siberia, has left little trace of this fantastie trade money,
Only a few scattered exanples renaln and these are mostly in museums,

Over the years, the value of the brick tea money fluctuated con-
slderably, depending upon increases and decreases ln local supply;
but this disadvantage was ultimately offset by the fact that 1lts trade
