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LONRON BRIDGE AND ITS MEDALS
By May Bunnett, North York Coin Club.

On March 16, 1973, the Queen opened the new London Bridge in the
presence of the iord Mayor and other dignitaries of the City of
London, The Corporation of the City commissioned a medel to be struck
commemor ating this event, one of a series much neglected in the past
by collectors of commemorative medals. Such medals are only lssued
occasionallys the first being In 1831 to commemorate the then new
London Bridge, after that thirty were struck between 1832 and 1902,
The majority are the work of the Wyon family of engravers, therefore
the designs are the best examples of the engravers art.

The first bridge over the Thames at London was sald to have been
built by the Saxons in 994 A,D, probably of rough hewn planks placed
upon plles wlth movable platforms to allow the Saxon ships to pass
through. In 1008 the bridge was described as belng so wlde that two
carts could pass each other, On Nov, 16, 1091, a storm occured which
swept away the brldge; Willlam Rufus rebullt 1t with money obtalined
from ‘taxes imposed upon the people. In the reign of Stephen London
Bridge was destroyed by fire but soon repaired., It was once again
rebullt of elm in 1163.

The first stone bridge was started in 117335 work proceeded slowly
and it took thirty-three years to complete, This bridge was scarcely
finished when it was almost destroyed by fire on July 10, 1212, At
that tilme the bridge was covered with wooden bulldings, 1t was re-
corded by early writers that about 3,000 persons perished,

In the following year King John ordered that the halfpence taken
from foreign merchants using the river should go towards the repalrs.
Another appeal for contributions was put forth in 1280, Bveryone
grossingthe waber of Thames® pald a farthing, a horseman one penny
and every pack carried on a horse one half penny.

In 1281 a severe frost carried away five arches of the bridge
and in 1289 the structure was so decayed that men were afraid to pass
over its. Thls no doubt gave rise to the well known ditty "London
Bridge is Falling Down", About 1305 was the first instance of the
barbarous practice of putting traitors heads on spikes of the towers
and draw bridge, :
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During the next 400 years many bridges on this spot were destroy-
ed by fire asnd other catastrophies, repaired or bullt up agaln.

Shops existed on the bridge from an early date; in the 17th and
18th centuries London Bridge was a favourite locality for boocksellers,
In 1749 the new Westminster Bridge was completed, the contrast pre-
sented by the new bridge brought to the attention of the Corporation
the inconvenience of their own bridge. By 1821 steps were taken to-
wards the erection of a new London Bfidge, the first pile was driven 7,
by the Surrey side on March 1%, 1824, several antiquities were found
upon excavating the foundations? few of which found their way to the
Guildhall Museum, However, a silver statuette of Hippocrates has been
pregserved and may be seen %here.

The opening ceremony was parformed by William 1V and Queen
Adelalde, August 1, 1831, causing the Corporation of the City of Lone
don to issue the f{rst two medals of a service commemorating impori-
ant events In the City.

The eventual fate of this Bridge 1ls well known to everyone. It
was taken down plece by plece and transported to the United States to
be rebuilt as a tourist attraction in Arizona, where on October 10
1971 the Lord Mayor of L.ondon and the Governor of Arizona officialiy
opened London Bridge at Havasu Clty, Arizona.

As previously mentioned, the new London Bridge over the Thames
was opened by the Queen on March 16, 1973. The Corporation of the
City of London on that occasion lssued a medal which will become an
integral part of thelr official series commemorating lmportant evenis
in the City,.

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SLAMESE PORCELAINE TOKENS
By Ted Banning, of C.Y.N,

During the late 18th century and early 19th century, gambling
became a recognized institution in Siam (modern Thailandﬁ. In &
gambling 'Hong', the gambler squatted on an oblong mat, with the cash-
ier or croupler kneeling at one end. Since g coin often had to be
thrown a congiderable distance to the croupier, the bullet-shaped coins
(8alung and Fuang) were likely to roll off of the mat., A more con-
venient form of 'cpin' was needed for gambling purposes, so the owners
of gambling establishments issued these special counters.

Originally lntended for use in the gawmbling houses, or 'Hongs',
1t was not long before the tokens went into general clrculation.
While all authors seem to agree on this point, there has been some diff-
erence of opinion concerning the extent of thelr circulation. Abbe
Simillen Chevillard claimed that the counters were used for currency
purposes oniy within the district of the gambling firms that issued
them, and that even wlithin that dlstrict they were not always accepted.
Haas, however, states that:
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"These counters being lssued under authority granted in
the ganbling license or concession, they rapidly became
a medlum of exchange, and were found to fill a long felt
want of small money so well, that the clrculation went
much beyond 1ts legal sphere'.

There were many, many different varietles lssued during the time
that the porcelaln tokens wera common, and since they were also acce-
pted for general circulation, counterfeits also made thelr appearance.
As a large number of imitations went into circulation, the gambling
Hongs were forced to call in and exchange tThelr old counters, and
subatitute new ones of vatlous colours and shapes., Thls no doubt,
accounts for the large number of types found in the series. Another
control on imitatlons was the application of cocloured sealing wax to
the reverse of the counters, and impresslon or '"chep mark! being made
on the wax while it was still warm., This process would make countelr-
felting more difficult. Some of the later tokens even have a small :
hollow receptacle on the reverse to contaln the wax.

The shapes of the tokens show grest originality. While most are
simply round, many are shaped llke stars, cash, ovals, lozenges,
gourds, scrolls, leaves, door-tablets, butterflies, bats and figh,
Pentagonal, hexagonal, heptagonal and octagonal issues also abound,

Since almost all of the Hongs were run by Chlnese, and since most
of the customers were also Chinese, naturally most of the inscriptions
on the counters were written in Chinese Characters. Usually the name
of the Hong is found on a token, either in full, or 'abbrewiated' to
a alngle character. Other tokens have wmottos, poetical verse, or
felicitous remarks ("happiness'", “good luck", etc.) in their inscrip-
tions, Some tokens have "gold'", "silver", or "currency" added to
thely inscriptlons, to make them more acteptable for general clrcula~
tion, Lastly, the value of the token 1g generally found on 1t: 1 Sale
ung in Chinese or Slamese; 1 Fuang in Chinese or Slamese; 1 Song Pel,
1 Pal and 1 Att in Chinese; glso 1/16 Song Pel in Chinese or Slamese,
éﬁcording to Haas, 8 Fuang equals 16 Son Pel equals 32 Pal equals

Att.

It has been mentioned previously that the igsuers of those tokens
had problems with counterfeiting, but 1t must not be assumed that they
were always the victims. On the contrary, the owners of the gambling
houses usually gained by the lgsue of tokens, especially 1f they were
later demonetized., Naturally, if the banker lost iln gambling, he paid
with the tokens, but if he won, he was pald with real money, so he
always benefitegln The most profitable aspect of the tokens, however,
was thelr withdrawl from circulation, and this was the basls of the
gambling operations. By law, if a token issuer wished to withdraw his
tokens from circulation, he had to announce the withdrawl 48 hours in
advance. Therefore, in order to sablsfy both the law and hls income,
the lssuer would send a crier out on a barge on the river, to announce,
at about mldnight, that the tokens must be cashed in within 48 hours,
0f course, few people found out about the news, since at that hour
just about all were asleep, Then when the final day of wlthdrawl came
no one would accept the tokens in question; 1t was too late, the cashe
box wag closed, What could anyone do? They could only profit from
the experience, and try to avold belng 'taken' agaln,

The wontrol of the tokens became more and more difficult ag time
went on and it finally became necessgary for the government to prohibit
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completely the circulation of the counters. According to Haas, this
action was taken in 1871, but according to Schlegel, an order was
issued by the government in August, 1875, to prohiblt the further
isgue of prcelain "colnsg" after December of that year, Well says in
his book that porcelain coins were current until 1876, but that action
was taken concerning them by King Chula Longkorn in 1573. There is
no doubt, however, that the circulation of Siamese porcelaln tokens
continued long after thelr prohlbition,
