One of the last things the beginning
coln collector should think sbout is the
profit to be made in colm collecting. The
collector will always profit in termg of
pleasures to be found in the hobby, but
to assume that he will always make money
1f and when he sells some or all of his
coins is, at best, wishful thinking.

When a comblination of clrcumstances
ls favourable, there's money to bhe made in
coins, But this assumes among other things
that the coins were held sufficlently long
to appreciate in value, that they are the
kinds of coins for which there ig a ready
market, and that the net proceeds of the
sale will exceed the initlal cost of everyw
thing so0ld plus a reasonable rate of inter-
ast on the owner's investment.

A common misteke 1s to confuse retail
prices with dealers' buying prices, If
the dealer doesn't make a profit, he isa't
golng to remain in the coin business. On
fast moving coins, those in popular demand,
he might be able to operate on a smaller
margin, but in most instances he cannot
afford” to pay more than from 75 to 80% of
his own retall prices for coins Ba purche-
ases from collectors. This gives him a
nark-up of from one~fourth to one~third
which is considerably less than in similar
businesgges requiring the maintenance of g
substantial inventory to meet a wlde vapre
lety of customers'® -needs,

Seles made directly by one collector
to enother normally bring somewhat higher
prices than are pald by dealers. However,
this applies only to the coing the fellow
collector wants, leaving the seller in the
pogition of having to deal with more than
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.one buyer.,

From the standpoint of net proceeds (the actual amount of cash
you get for your coins), there doesn't appear to be any significant
difference between selling at a dealer-conducted aguction or §~l.ing
directly to the dealer,
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BIBLICAL, MONEY

When seeking the earliest Bibllcal quotations of money, we first
find several mentions of gold and silver as a medium of value rather
than as coing. The first reference to gold is found in the first book
of Moges, which, according to modern synchronology, would be aboutf
%,000 years before the time of Christ, or almost 6,000 years agp. We
read In Genesis, Chepter 11: 10,11,12, "And a river went out of fden,
and the land of Haviliah, where there 1ls gold, and the gold of that
land 1s good," : : .

Such gold as was used at that time was found, Jjust as gold was
found in the Yukon, When we read in Genesis, Chapter 1V:22: “And
Zillah she bare Tubal-Cain, an instructor of every artiflcer in brass
and iron," we assume that Tubal-Cain, a descendant of Caln, was prob-
ably the filrst goldsmith.

S8ilver is flrst mentlioned in the time of Abraham, Genesis X111:
: "Abraham was very rich in cattle, in silver and gold." Genesis
also includes the earliest mention of the word 'money'!, Chapter XV1l:
12,13,23: "He that is born in the house or bought with money."

The ancient Hebrews expressed measures of value by shekels% which
were weighed, not counted. The meaning of shekel in Hebrew ls ‘'ta
weigh', and we find 0ld Testament references to shekels in three dilff-
erent metals, gold, silver and brass. In the story of Rebekah at the
well, Geneslg XX1V:22,30, we read: "The man took a golden earring of
half a shekel weight and two bracelets for her hands of ten shekels
welght in gold." This is also the first mention of earrings and brace-
lets in the Bible,

Parts of the shekel are also referred to in the following pasge
ages: The sum of the people's offering: BExodus XXXV111:26 -~ A bekah
for every man, that is half a shekel, after the shekel of the sanctuarye-
The obligation of the covenant: Nehemiah X:32 ~- Also made ordinances
for us to charge ourselves yearly with a third part of a shekel for the
gervice of the house of our Gody The servant to Saul as a gift for the
prophet Samuel: 1 Samuel 1X:8 -~ And the servant answered Saul sgain,
and said, "Behold, I have here at hand the fourth part of a shekel of
Hestoohs o ook o e Mk ok gt R sl ok e sfe o sl o o ofe i sk o sfe sl s ok sk e ok e o e e o
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- gilver (the rebah); that will T give to the man of God, to tell us our
ways; 4 ransom of goulss Hxodus XXX: 13 -~ This they shall give, everyone
that passes among them that are numbered, half a shekel after %he

shekel of the sanctuary: (a shekel ia twenty gerahs) A&n half shekel
shall be the offerlng of the Lord,

Though specific coing are not named in connection with the pay-
ment of Judas for the betraysl of Jesus, it is thought that silver
goins of a certain standard were intended in these Biblical references:
Matthew XXVl: 15 -~ And said unto them, what will ye give me, and I
will deliver him unto you? And they covenanted with him for thirty
pieces of silver. Matthew XXV1l: 3-9 -~Th~y Judas, which had betrayed
nhim, when he saw that he was condemned, repented himself, and brought
again the thirty pileces of silver, to %he chief priests and elders,
Slilver coins of that perlod would include the shekel of Tyre, tetra-
drachm of Phililppus Philadelphus (92-83 B.C.) and the Ptolemalc type of
tot’ sdrachm (285 B.C, -~ 30 A.Du)e

When the Hebrews returned to Jerusszlem in 536 B.C.,, they brought
with them wvast ¢tantities of Perslan coinsg. These included gold darics
(or drams) and silver asigloi. T 1Ls also thought that they were
scquainted with the famous silver tetradrachms of Athens, known throughe-
out the clviliged world a¢ "owlsg", Drams are mentioned in Nehemlah
V11:70 = And gsome of the chiefs of the fathers gave unto the work.

The Tirghatizz - = to the treasure a thousand drams of gold, fifty
basons, five hundred and thirty prlests! garments. Xzra 11369 ~- They
gave after their ability unto the treasure of the work threescore and
one thousand drams of gold and five thousand pounds of silver, and one
hundred priests! garments, The drams are the first coins actually
mentioned in the Bible,

After Alexander the Great defeated the Persians in 331 B.C, his
tetradrachms of silver and staters of gold became famillar colns to
the people of the Holy Land, In Tyre and in Sidon the shekel unit of
welight becamne a standard for colnage and the Jews became familiar with
the ghekels of Tyre and the shekels and double shekels of Sidon,

The smallest Greek coin of that period was the bronze lepton (the
widow'!s mite) ebtilll in use for modern Greek coinage. The most famous
reference to this coin is found in Mark X1:%L -- and there cane a
certain peor widew and she threw in two mites, which make a farthing ...
Dther small coins lncluded the chalcus, a plece of brgss money struck
by the Syrlansse “l.chalcoi egual to two chaleols the Roman guadrens
and the assarlon. These passages mention the m{te or farthing: When
Christ preached against hypocrisy and covetousness -- Luke X11:59 w-

I tell thee, thou shalt not depart thence, till thou has pald the very
last mite. Speaking to the apostles, Christ sald: Matthew X329 -~ Are
not two sparrows sold for a farthing? A4gain, when Christ reproves the
Pharisees, he askss Luke X11:6 -~ Are not five sparrows sold for two
farthings?

The value of a day's labour is found in the parable of the Labour-
ers ln the Vineyard: Matthew X¥:2,9,10,13 -~ And when he had aggeed with
the labourers for a penny a day, he sent them into hls vinevard, 4nd
when they came th-™ were hired about the eleventh hour, they frecelved
every man, a penny. But he answered one of them, and said, Friend, I
do thee no wrong: dldst not thou agree with me for a penny?

Of all Biblical references to coins, the tribute penny or denarius
of Tiberius is probably the best known, The coln which Jesus held in
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- his hand while the Pharisssg abttempted to cateh him In Hls words when
they asked "Is it lawful to pay tribute to Caesar or not?" The story
is told in the New Testament according to St. Mark X11:14-16: Knowing
thelr hypocrigy sald unto them, why tempt ye Me? Bring me a penny
that I may see it., They brought one and he asked tThem whose image and
inscription 1t was. They sald Caesar's, Jesus told them "Render unto
Cae?arrthe things that are Caesar's and unto God the things that are
God!'g,!

Though there 1s no mention of gold coins asg such in the New Test-
ament, a few may have been familiar to the Jews of that period. These
include the staters of Alexander, staters of the SBeleuchtd kings (Syrian)
and the aureus of the Roman dmpire with bust of Augustus, and later
Tiberius, Claudius and Nero. References to silver colns were also
probably of Syrian, Greek or Roman origin,

This is a mere synopsls of Biblical Money, but the lnterested
reader 1s directed to the wvarious book scurcesg listed below.

THE C, ¢, MCRAE TOKENS OF STAYNER, ONTARIO

The C. J. McRae store was located in the town of Stayner, Stayner

igs a small town in the southern Georgian Bay area located on Highway
26, 2% miles north-west of Barrle, Ontario,

The first building on lot %, north Main Street, was a double store
built by Mr, Wiggins and rented to Bagil Eaton of Collingwood, who ran
a general store on the east side. On the west side was the Liquor
store of Michael Harkin, who, with his faully, lived in the apartment
above.

In 188% Charles J. McRae came to Stayner from Beaverton and bought
the businesgs {rom Mr. Paton. The bullding and the contents were burned
in 1895, In the meantime, the McRae business was carrled on across the
street. 1In 1697 he bought the Salvation Army barracks, a one~story
frame bwilding, built in 1886, standing just south of Main Street, on
the east side of the tracks., This was drawn up Main Street, by horses,
under the supervision of Stephen Rose., An extension was aﬂéed, also
a falge front and the bullding was bricked. This was made into a
double store with groceries in one and in the other, dry goods and
boots and shoes. In 1230 the roof was ralsed to make a two~story bullde-
ing with an apartment above where the McRae family llved,

In 1911, after the Federal Blection of that year, Charles J, McRae
was appolnted postmaster. With the Liberal defeat the post office was
moved by torch~light parade from the Blackburn Block to the west side
of the McRae Block.,

On his return from overseas, Charleg &, McRae Jr. took over the
busginegs from his father. Charles J. McRae continued as postmaster
In 1924 a new front with plate glass windows was installed, In 192§
the stock was sold to Artlnir Begg of Thorold, Ontario and the building
rented to him,

Charles J. McRae died in 1931 and the post office was moved to the

Bank of Montregl building on the Main Street next to the Bank of Toronto,

The store left vacant after the removal of the post office was rented
to Miss Helen O'Mally, who ran a ladlieg wear shop.
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"In 1939 the building was sold to Mr, N. A. Oshm who remodeled it for
the 5¢ to $1.00 store, The store is still in operation to-day on the
same location. It 1s owned and operated by Mr, Williamson.

The McRae tokens consist of lg, 5¢, 10g, 25¢, 50g and $1.00 val-
ues, The obverse of all the McRae tokens have the following inscrip-
tion - "C.J,McRae/Dry Goods/Clothing/Groceries/Hats and Shoes/Stayner
Ont." 4s near as can be determined these itokens were used some time
between 1688 and 1903. Where they were struck is not clear. All
McRae tokens were struck in aluminum, The 1g value measures 18 mm in
dia., the 25y measures2b mm in dia., the 50¢ measures 30 mm in dia.,
and the $1.00 value measures 34 mm in dia. ALl McRae tokens are
round in shape.

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THE STORY OF RHODESIA

The Arabs were the first to come to this country seeking slaVwes
and gold. They were followed by the Portuguese, but they did not galn
any concesslions from the Africans,

Around 1830, the Matabele, led by their chief, crossed from what
is now known as the Transvaal inte the area which was to become Rhod-
eslay In 1862 David Livingstone discovered Lake Nyasa, laying the
foundation of the Nyasaland Protectorate.

in 1889 the British Socuth Africa Co. applied for a charter to
trade in the country. The country's mineral rights were given to the
British South Africa Co. - a trading company headed by Cecil Rhodes.

In 1890 the British Government allowed the occupation of Masghonaw
land, and later Matabeleland was cccupled. When the Matabele people
moved into this area, they settled in the S.W. and they dominated the
Mashonsa tribes in the N.I. These two areas together became known as
Southern Rhodersia.

In 1891 Nyasaland became a British Protectorate., Also in 1891
the colnage of the Cape of Good IHope became the standard coinage of
Mashonaland, and this was later extended to cover the whole of what
became known as Southern Rhodesgla.

During the Boer war communications with Rhodesia were g0 bad that
a shortage of coins resulted, They were forced to issue cards with
postage stamps as provislonal currency.

The British South Africa Co. ruled what we know as Southern Rhode
esla until 1923, when Lt became a British Crown colony. The British
South Africa Co. surrendered the sovereign rights.

Noethern Rhodesia became a Pritish Protectorate in 192,

In 1910 and 1911 British colns were proclalmed for use in Southern
Rhodesia. In 1923 South Africa issued lts own colnage which became
legal tender in Southern Bhodesia, In 1931 Wall 8t. crasgshed and Brit-
aln wag forced off the gold standard, but South Africa fought to remain
on, and the South African pound was at a premium of 20% over British
sterling,
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It followed that British silver and Unlon silver were legal tender
in the Unlon, so the British and the Rhodesians transported their sil-
ver coins to the Union of South ALfrica. As a result, Rhodesla became .,
g0 short of colns that 1t was thought postage stampsg might be used
agaln.

Southern Rhodesla declded to igsue 1ts own currency. In 1932 the
Coinage Act of Southern Rhodesla authorized the minting of Southern
Rhodesia gold, silver, bronze and cupro-nickel colns. The current
colns of Britain and the Union of South Africa were still to be legal
tender. No gold coins were ever minted, Strangely enough, at this
gsame time the Union of South a&frica was forced off the gold standard,
In 1933 a new act was passed excluding S.A. coinage., British coins
remained legal tender until 1930,

Southern Rhodesia coins were issued from 1932 - 1954, In 1953
Southern Rhodesia joined with Northern Rhodesia and Hyassaland to form
the Federation of Rhodesla & Nyasaland, so 1t was necesgary to issue a
new set of coins. These were made between 1955 and 1964,

In December 1963 thls Federation was dissolved, and each of the
three Federation territories renamed Rhodesia, Malawland Zambla issued
its own currency. Zambla and Malawl became independent republics, but
Rhodesia was refused independence, but declared its own independence
in 19695, and proclalmed itgelfl an independent republic no longer in the
Brégish Commonwealth In 1970, Rhodeslia issued itg flrst coinage in
1965,

In 1967, in connection with Canada's Centennial celebrations, the
Bank of Canada lssued the $1. denomination note in a re-designed
"Centennilal' theme and put only the centennial dates on some 8,000,000
notes., (I have had a higher figure quoted). Most of these are and will
continue to be outstanding until everyone's keepsake collectlon is
liquidated. 4nd, of course, several million of the regularly numbered
"Centennial' notes have as yet to be presented for redemptlion,

For 1976, let's have the Olympic Games as the occasion for a re-
peat performance, say for the $1. $2 and $9. denominations, with
matching numbers the game, The first 10,000 numbers of each denominas-
tion could be made avallable in matched sets to all comers, one getl
per order at say $25. vaoch. -The next 490,000 numbers of each denomina-
tion to be available in minimun quantitlies of 5 sets of matched notes
at $15, per set. Numbers above 500,000 for each denomination will be
available for general circulation, or from the Bank of Canada at face
value plus a service charge of $2. per shipment. The Bank of Canada
would pay the Olymplc Committee the premium collected on the matched

sets in excess of #$2, per seb, keeping the $2. per set for expenses, and,

of course, has the float - a thing dear to bankers everywhere,

This ls
fine. However, I feel sure that there are unscrupulous people who wilth
the ald of jeweller's tools could remove this leaving no trace whatso-
ever and then offer it to an unsuspecting collector as the real thing.
Let me illustrate my point by telling a little experience of my ownh.
About nine or ten years ago I purchased about 31 pieces of Roman/Greek
colng dating from “th century 3.C., to 2nd century A.D. These I proudly
placed on display at various coin shows, at the C.N.i. Exhibition,

etec, Abput two years ago I decided to dispose of my early coinage and
go in for something which did not require the great amount of time
‘necessary to talk intelligently on thig wvast subject., ¥You can imagine
my surprise when showling these pleces to a well-informed collector

of ancient Roman and Greek coinage that of the 31 pieces I had origin-
ally bought: nine of them were restrikes or replicas, It was far tco late
to do anything about thlg matter now after all this time, however, I am
inclined to agree with one of our well-known dealers in Ontario, Gerry
Glasser of Hamilton, that something should and must be done to protect
the collectors and dealers alike, which is the main purpose for this
