"The buying and se l l i ng  of coins,11 he sa id ,  Ilprobably has an 
annual turnover i n  t h i s  country (U,S.A.) of several  hundreds of mi l l ions  
of do l l a r s ,  and I am r e f e r r i ng  only t o  t r u l y  numismatic mater ia l  f o r  
c o l l e c t o r s  -- coins,  medals, paper money and so on -- not  bags and 
other  bulk quan t i t i e s  of coins traded f o r  speculation, or  silvhar coins 
turned i n  f o r  bul l ion  value, A I-Iobby Urotection Act i s  needed precise- 
l y  because the g rea t  majori ty of co l l ec to r s  are i n t e r e s t ed  i n  enlarg- 
ing and improving t h e i r  numismatic co l lec t ions  one genuine piece a t  a 
time, and I emphasize the  word genuine," 

" In  the  course of an average week I receive dozens of phone c a l l s  
and Le t t e r s  from people who think they have a r a r e  coin of g r ea t  value, 
Often i t  tu rns  out  t o  be an unmarked repl ica,  or  'genuine reproduction1 
of a piece from which the  word Icopy' has been ca re fu l ly  ground of f .  
Many of these repl-icas were o r ig ina l l y  not  intended t o  defraud; they 
were d i s t r i bu t ed  as  premiums, o f t en  a s  a p a r t  of an advert is ing program1! 

IJPerhaps the  d i s t r i b u t o r  never thought t o  have the  word 'copy' 
added to  the  co in ' s  design, or  had. i t  added i n  such s m a l l  l e t t e r s  t h a t  
i t  could be seen only with the aid of a magnifying glass .  But whether 
the  word i s  l a rge  or small, prominent or  hi.ddeii, i f  it i s  i n  r a i s ed  
l e t t e r s  i t  i s  an i n v i t a t i o n  to the  unscrupulous, f o r  .the L e t t e r s  can 
be removed and the area  re f in i shed  i n  such a way a s  t o  almost defy de- 
t e c t i on .  For t h i s  reason, the  Act must require  t h a t  the  word 'copy' 
be incused -- sunk i n t o  the  surface -- r a the r  than i n  r e l i e f  . l J  

I1Zven museums contr ibute  t o  the  problem; many of them do n o t  add 
the  word 'copy' .to the  'genuine reproductions' they s e l l ,  Although 
such pieces m e  of ten  accompanied by l e a f l e t s  or  s m a l l  brochures corr- 
e c t l y  iden t i fy ing  them, these papers quickly become separated from the  
coins a f t e r  the o r ig ina l  s a l e ,  An ordin,ary co l lec to r  can be r ead i ly  
deceived by these  well-made repl icas ."  

"Much more dangerous t o  the  hobby, however, a re  .the i n t en t iona l  
counte r fe i t s  of r a r e  coins,  made by master craftsmen using modern equip- 
ment so exper t ly  a s  t o  deceive a l l  but the  most advanced co l l ec to r s  and 
even some dea le r s  with l imi ted  exper t i se .  The I-Iobby Protect ion Act 
must no t  only contain strong .teeth against  the  manufacture of such . , 

counterfe i ' t sq l '  Mr, Stack concludes, "but i t  must a lso  be so worded t o  
el iminate the  present  l e g a l i s t i c  loop-holes by which passer s of count- 
e r f e i t s  avoid punishment or even prosecution by simply claiming they 
thought the  coins were genuine. The requirement t h a t  every s e l l e r  be 
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held Legally responsible fo r  the  mater ia l  he s e l l s  should, of course, 
apply t o  a l l  dealers ,  whether the t ransact ion be over-the-counter, by 
mail  o r  a t  auc'tion", 

We need t h i s  kind of Hobby Protect ion Act i n  Canada, a s  we begin 
t o  see more and more counte r fe i t  and r e p l i c a  type coins being offered 
t o  unsuspecting co l lec to rs .  No one i.s questioning the r i g h t  o r  poss- 
i b l e  pleasure from owning a copy or  genuine reproduction, provided i t  
i s  so marked t h a t  even. the  newer c o l l e c t o r s  w i l l  not  be deceived. We 
must not  be complacent abo11.t t h i s  matter ,  so, we would suggest t h a t  a11 
conceraed co l l ec to r s  bring the question before such bodies a s  the 
Ontario Numismatic .Associa-tion and the Canadian Numismatic Association 
f o r  d iscuss ion and possible proposals t o  our government.
