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i f  I: merely say rltoplessll, your mental image w i l l  be based e n t i r e l y  
on comparative judgment of your own previous knowledge. That may 
seem. a roundabout way of explaining the  word r e l a t i v e ,  but i.t does 
g ive  us an i d e a  of how we make many continual judgements every day, 

Spealring i n .  a more ser ious  vein, t h i s  word r e l a t i v e  does have a 
d i r e c t  bearing on our a b i l i t y  t o  judge coin d i sp lays  and i n  the  pre- 
para t ion of an exhibi t .  

Let  us assume t h a t  you have been asked t o  a s s i s t  i n  the  judging 
of coin exh ib i t s  a t  a show; Should you accept? Many could t h a t  do 
not ,  and unfortunately,  a few with l i t t l e  a b i l i t y  i n  t h i s  f i e l d  have 
accepted. I would say t h a t  you qual i fy  a s  a judge i f  you can be 
absolutely impa r t i a l  (even to  judging your own display i f  necessary) ,  
if you are  wi l l ing  t o  abide by the  requirements s e t  up by t h e  club 
o r  associa t ion reques t in  your ass is tance  (even though you may no t  
e n t i r e l y  agree with them ? , and, i f  your knowledge of numismatics and 
comparative appreciat ion of qua l i ty  i n  exh ib i t s  from a few shows has 
given you the  a b i l i t y  t o  r e l a t e  each new exh ib i t  t o  previous examples. 
Judging i s  a r e l a t i v e  matter ,  I f  you are serving a s  Head Judge, i t  
i s  most important t h a t  you c a l l  your judges together p r io r  t o  the  
ac tua l  judging, so tl iat  you can d i scuss  the  requirements of the  judg- 
ing  form and be sure t h a t  each judge has the  same in ' te rpre ta t ion  of 
the  various points .  Again I emphasize, t h a t  t h i s  S.s ne i the r  the  time 
o r  place f o r  contrary kn te rpre ta t ion  of a pa r t i cu l a r  s e t  of judging 
rules. I n  f a c t ,  mis in te rpre ta t ion  hhasresulted i n  p r i ze s  being award- 
ed improperly, much t o  the  consternation and astonishments of more 
able  judge S. 

There i s  no need t o  d iscuss  the  various po in t s  t h a t  may be award- 
ed on accepted judging forms, except a s  they r e l a t e  t o  preparing a 
good exh ib i t ,  If you w i l l  keep i n  mind the  requirements f o r  each 
point  phase of judging and prepare your exh ib i t s  accordingly, you w i l l  
stand a b e t t e r  chance of winning an award. But of g rea te r  importance, 
you w i l l  now have a d isplay  tl iat  w i l l  a t t r a c t  the  v i s i t o r ,  supply 
information f o r  added i n t e r e s t  and w i l l  be a c r e d i t  t o  your numismatic 
endeavour. Whether o r  not  you win,-you w i l l .  have contr ibuted much 
more t o  the  show and w i l l  f e e l  justifiably proud of your e f f o r t s ,  I t  
i s  a good rule  then, t o  request  a copy of the  judging form t h a t  w i l l  
be used a t  the  show i n  which you wish t o  enter  a competitive d i s p l w ,  
Both judging forms and the  temperment of judges w i l l  vary from show 
t o  show; t h a t  i s  why we sometimes see a prize-winning display  i n  one 
show taking no award i n  another, 

Another good r u l e  i s  t o  g e t  away from using ready-made holders 
i f  possible.  Small cards  may be covered with f e l t  or  ve lvet ,  or  may 
be decorated s l i g h t l y  t o  make a more personal display. Information 
may be added below each coin or  a t  the  bottom o r  s ide of the  d isplay  
case. Maps, stamps, small coats-of-arms, f l a g  p i c tu re s  or  anything 
e l s e  novel t h a t  may come t o  mind and r e l a t e s  t o  the  d isplay  w i l l  add t o

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, the  o r i g i n a l i t y  and neatness. I should mention -though, t h a t  too much 

added mater ia l  other  than coins may tend to  place the  coins i n  a sec- 
ondary posi t ion  and could r e s u l t  in. fewer pa in t s  from some judges. 

I have had co l l ec to r s  t e l l  me t h a t  they haven ' t  the time 'to l a y  
out  several  cases of coins one a t  a time, and then, I see them place 
the  coins i n  the  cases i n  prepared holders  i n  about f i v e  minutes and 
then stand around wondering why .they have nothing t n  do, or  maybe in- 
t e r f e r r i ng  with someone e l s e  who i s  taking h i  s time se t t i ng  up a n ice  
display.  These same individuals  are  of ten  the  ones who complain the  
most about judging systems and about the so-called exper ts  taking a l l  
the  awards. After a l l ,  judges can e a s i l y  determine the  amount of 
e f f o r t  expended i n  preparing a display.  Set t ing  up a coin display ' 

should be a labour of love,  where each coin can be held separately and 
the  his.tory, or  even some of the  p r iva te  s t o r i e s  associated with cer- 
t a i n  p ieces  may be brought t o  mind and enjoyed again. I once watched 
the  l a t e  Mr. Walter I-Iomes, an eminent author i ty  on paper money laying 
out  a court  of honour d isplay ,  and every once i n  awhile he would stop 
t o  examine a specimen. I am qu i t e  sure t h a t  his thoughts were about 
r e l a t e d  memories,

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EARLY DAYS WITH THE R,C.M.P, 

By Ruth McQuade, City of Ottawa Coin Club, 

The R,C,M.P. was es tabl ished because of a need f o r  l a w  and order 
i n  Western Canada, and sirice then they have grown and adapted t o  the  
needs of the Canadians. 

A t  the  time of t h e i r  inauguration, western Canada was an enorm- 
ous buffalo hunting ground, a s  well  a s  a b a t t l e  ground. The Indians  
accepted some trading v i s i t o r s .  Then these f r e e  t r ade r s  began t o  
carry  "fire-waterf1 t o  the  Indians. 

On May 23, 1873, s i x  y e a s  a f t e r  Confederation, the  Dominion 
parliament authorized the  establishment of the North West Mounted Pol- 
i c e ,  with the  immediate object ive  t o  stop the  l iquor  t r a f f i c ,  I t  was 
reported t h a t  whisky t r ade r s  occupied m establislmeiit  i n  the  Bed 
River a rea  called. I1Port Whoop-Upt1, 

Even a f t e r  the  R.C.M.P. had beem operating a few months, the  
Indians  were not  slow t o  sense the  meaning of the  s c a r l e t  tun ic ,  
Native chief S v i s i t e d  the  force  - f i r s t  out  of cur ios i ty .  F ina l ly  the  
head of the  Blackfeet,  llCrowfootll rode up and shook hands. Later  
Crowfoot, a f t e r  having t e s t i f i e d  t o  the  t r u s t  h i s  people had placed 
i n  the  North West Mounted Police,  sa id ,  !'The pol ice  have protected u s  
a s  the fea.thers of the  b i r d  p ro tec t  i t  from the  f r o s t s  of wintern. 

The R,C.M.P. were no t  j u s t  law maker ss, "Under Mounted Police 
survei l lance  and guidance and on the p la ins ,  from Manitoba t o  the  
Rockies, the laws of the  Dominion o r ,  as the  Indians  so o f t en  termed 
them, !'The words of the Great White Mother1! were thenceforward almost 
e n t i r e l y  administered by the Force. On innumerable occasions t h e  red- 
coated r i d e r s  showed g rea t  v e r s a t i l i t y  i n  the  performance of t h e i r  
du t ies ,  There were p r d r i e  f i r e s  t o  be bat ' t led,  smuggling, espec ia l ly  
of whiskey, t o  f o r e s t a l l ,  customs dues t o  be col lec ted ,  vict ims of 
winter b l i zzards  t o  be sccoured, ytarva-bion and other  forms of priva- 
t i on  t o  be overcome, i l l n e s s e s  and acciden.ts t o  be attended t o g  wed- 
dings ans funera l s  t o  be @ranged, mails t o  be ca r r ied ,  insane persons 
t o  be taken i n ,  l o s t  t r a v e l l e r s  t o  be found, s to len  stock t o  be re- 
turned t o  r i g h t f u l  owners, c a t t l e  and horse thieves,  gamblers, murder- 
e r s  - all who par t i c ipa ted  i n  major crimes - t o  be run down, and a s  
se t t lemnts  spread, mining, lumber and r a i l road  construct ion camps t o  
be kept under s t r i c t  observation..

ANCIENT GREEK OLYMPIC COMMLQIORATIVES 

With appreciat ion .to A, W .  Dxiega City o:f Ottawa Coin Club 
I n  the  April  ' 73  i s sue  of the  Monthly Bul le t in ,  our e d i t o r  gave a 

d e t d l e d  account of the  o r ig in s  of the Olympic Games, I w i l l  amplify 
t h i s  account with spec i f i c  reference t o  several  ancient  Greek Olympic 
commemorative coins. 

That the  f i r s t  Olympiad s t a r t e d  i n  776 BBC. 3,s h i s to ry .  Same 
h i s t o r i a n s  on the Games bel ieve what l i e s  i n  an t iqu i ty  beyond t h i s  date  
i s  e i t h e r  myth or  mystery. IIowever, i t  has been determined through the  
recovery of an inscr ibed discus,  t h a t  the  Games a t  the  A l t i s  of Dlympia 
i n  E l i s ,  were f i r s t  held i n  1400 B.C. That being accepted, i t  can be 
s ta ted  t h a t  few ventures undertaken by mortal man have endured f o r  
so long, 
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The winner of a pa r t i cu la r  d i s c ip l i ne  i n  these ea r ly  g m e s  was 

honoured with nothing more than a l a u r e l  fashioned from o l ive  branches 
o r  a branch of a palm t r ee .  There were no presenta t ions  of medals f o r  
l s t ,  2nd and 3rd  p laces  such a s  we have .to-day, The names of winners 
were o f t en  engraved i n  s labs  of marble thus providing u s  with a ro- 
corded account of these v i c t o r i e s  i n  ancient times, I t  was the  custom 
p r io r  t o  SLtO B.C. .that a winner could erec-t a s t a tue  with h i s  name en- 
graved on it and l a t e r  an exception was made t h a t  if a person was 
vic.torious th ree  .times, he could have the  s t a tue  made to  resemble him 
i n  f a c i a l  f ea tu res .  Marble was not  the  only medium avai lable  t o  the  
ancient  Greeks on which t o  record. the  heroic  and v ic to r ious  events  of 
the  times, Indeed the coinage of the  Peloponnese region provided an 
exce l len t  medium on which t o  commemorate these events,  

I f  you take a look a t  a l l  the  ancient Greek coins minted,. you w i l l  
no t i ce  t h a t  a good number of them have e i t he r  a char io t ,  an o l l ve  
brahcli, a l a u r e l  or  the Greek Goddess of Victory, Nike, which s i g n i f i e s  
v i c t o r i e s  of so r t ,  Chariot racing was extremely popular a s  a spectator  
spor t  and these  were held frequently therefore  i t  i s  d i f f i c u l t  t o  de- 
termine whether t h i s  motif i s  i n  connection. with the  Olympic Games, 
Even though the  Greeks were p r o l i f i c  wr i t e r s ,  only two coins  can be 
def in i . te ly  es tabl ished a s  being commemoratives of the  Olympic Games.' 
There i s  a t h i r d  one, which by v i r t ue  of having a sporting motif on 
both s ides ,  i s  general ly considered an Olympic commemorative. I s h a l l  
dea l  with each one separately,  
Messana, S- Te ttraadrachme li.80 B. C,  

k i s t o t l e  himself wrote about a coin minted by Anaxilas, the  r u l e r  of 
Rhegion and Zanlsale-Nessana on S i c i l y ,  which commemorated h i s  Olympic 
v ic tory  i n  a char io t  race  a t  E l i s  about 480 B.C. What made t h i s  corn- 
memorative extraordinary i s  the  f a c t  t h a t  Anaxilas himself drove the  
b iga  (two horse char io t )  t o  v ic tory  using a couple of mules ins tead  
of horses,  This  was a double-barreled shock to  the  TXellenic Greeks t o  
see an u p s t a r t  colonia l  from S ic i l y  beat  t h e i r  beloved horse drawn 
bigas,  with a l l  th ings ,  a couple of mules, it was such a surpr is ing 
v ic to ry  t h a t  these coins,  with s l i g h t  va r ia t ions ,  were minted f o r  
about 60 years. The obverse dep i c t s  the  biga d r a m  by a couple of 
mules with a bearded dr iver  i n  the  biga, The Goddess of Victorys Nike, 
i s  f ly ing overhead carrying a wreath of l a t l re l s  i n  her hand. The re- 
verse of .the coin dep ic t s  a leaping hare. Because Analixas introduced 
the r a b b i t  i n t o  S i c i l y ,  L t  gave r i s e  t o  commemorate . th is  event on t h i s  
coin. The Messana was struck in s i l ve r  having a diameter of approxi- 
mately 25 mm. and weighing approximately 17.5 gms, 
Macedod-a (PtiLlia &I.. Tetr adr achme 356 D. C ,  
The recording of Greeli h i s to ry  g e t s  more accurate a s  time goes on and 
f u l l  documentary evidence e x i s t s  t o  the  e f f e c t  t h a t  Ph i l i p  11 IEng of 
Macedonia, entered h i s  h o r w  i n  the  105th Olympics held i n  365 B.C. 
which won the coveted f i r s t  place. Because ICing Ph i l i p  was a lover  of 
horses? he d i rec ted  h i s  horse and jockey be depicted on h i s  coins. 
Many districts tind people i n  Europe and Asia Minor copied t h i s  popular 
motif of a powerful horse i n  s t r i d e  ridden bareback by a smdll r i d e r  
holding a palm branch of v ic tory  i n  h i s  r i g h t  hand. However, only 
those s truck i n  Macedonia and having the  i n s c r i p t i o n  llPhilippoyl' aTe 
considered t o  be the  genuine commeinora'tive coin. P h i l i p ' s  fame i n  be- 
coming the  master of a l l  Greece was eventual ly t o  be overshadowed by 
the  grea'ter glory of h i s  son, Alexander the  Great. On the reverse  of 
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t h i s  coin, i s  a  p r o f i l e  of 'Zeus who i n i t i a t e d  the  Olympic Games. He 
i s  facing r i g h t ,  This coin was also s truck i n  s i l v e r  having a d i q -  
e t e r  from 22 t o  25 mm. and weighing between l k , 2  and 14.5 gm,
