Anthony Mann was born near Sheff ie ld ,  

England, October 18, 1927. He Was educated 
a t  Manchester G r a m m a  School, then studied 
i n d u s t r i a l  design a t  Manchester College of 
Ar t  from 1943 t o  194.5'., 

The next  two years  was spent completing 
h i s  National Service. I n  1947, he resumed 
h i s  i n d u s t r i a l  design s tud ies  a t  the  College 
of Art and Design I n  London, graduating i n  
1951. I n  1952, he married and has one chi ld ,  
Timothy, 4. 

@te r  graduation Mr. M a n n  worked f o r  
2 years  a s  an i n d u s t r i a l  designer with t h e  
General. E l e c t r i c  Company i n  London. He then 
entered p r iva te  p rac t i ce  a s  a consultant  de- 
slgnes. during which time he was involved with 
several  major commercial exh ib i t ions  i n  North 
Aftr ica,  Nigeria and London. Most of h i s  work 
however, was London-based - designing show- 
rooms and commercial i n t e r i o r  s. 

I n  1962, K r .  M m  cane t o  Canada since 
which time he has been bes t  lrnown a s  a graphic 
designer. From 1.963 t o  1966 he was Creat ive 
Director  of Cooper and Reatty Ltd.,  a typeo- 
graphic l~ouse i n  Toronto. I t  was here tha* 
he designed the  s ty l i zed  maple l e a f  made up 
of the eleven t r i a n g l e s  which symbolized the  
1967 Of f i c i a l  Centennial Symbol, 

More recent ly ,  Antinony M a n n  was commis- 
sioned t o  design t h e  1973 Conunemorative 
Prince Edward i s l and  stamp. As  a member of 
Design Collaborat ives with o f f i c e s  i n  Toronto 
'm Montreal, M r .  Mann spent four years  i n  
general  consultancy work associated with four 
other  designer S. 

Of h i s  cormnission t o  i n t e r p r e t  motif S 
from ancient  Olympia i n t o  coin designe fo r  
The Olympic Coin Program's Second Series ,  Mr. 
Mann says:ItIt  was an i n t e r e s t i n g  challenge and 
a rewarding experience f o r  two reasons: F i r s t ,  
the  job required t r a d i t i o n a l  Breatment and as a 
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designer who has always worked i n  the  modern idiom t h i s  was an i n t e r -  
e s t i ng  challenge, Secondly, I had never done a coin design before and 
I discovered t h a t  designing f o r  t h i s  type of production technique i s  
most in t r ig ing . . , I  should l i k e  t o  do morev. 

Mr. Mann i s  curr.3ntly Associate Professor of Design a t  the  Nova 
Sco t ia  College of A r t  and Design a t  Halifax where he teaches h i s to ry  of 
design and would l i k e  t o  make the  l t reconcil iat ior* with t r a d i t i o n a l  de- 
s ign and the  modern movementu. "Designing the  second s e r i e s  of Olympic 
coins has aroused my i n t e r e s t  i n  decorat ive design which I ' d  never f e l t  
bef or  eft. 

M r .  Mann was the  f i r s t  chairman of the  design d iv i s ion  a t  t h e  Nova 
Sco t ia  College of Art and Design. His fu tu re  plans include combining 
t r a d i t i o n a l  and modern techniques i n t o  the  manufacture of wooden toys 
i n  England - a s  well  as continuing t o  teach and consult  t h i s  s i de  of 
t h e  Atlant ic .  

.WCIENT OLYMPIA i s  the  source of the  motifs  se lec ted  f o r  the  second 
of the  seven s e r i e s  of Olympic coins. - -

Appropriately, Zeus, the  God t o  whom the Olympic Games were orig- 
i n a l l y  dedicated, f ea tu re s  a s  the f i r s t  of four motif S comprising Ser ies  
11. Zeus was the  mythical f a the r  of the  ancient Greek Gods. H i s  legend 
,was the  ii1spira'l;ion f o r  young ea r ly  Grecian Olympians t o  swnmon m a x i m u m  
e f f o r t s  i n  tineir a t h l e t i c  endeavours. The square ch i se l l ed  f e a t u r e s  
which &ithony Mann uses  on the  head of Zeus, renders  him a powerful 
figurehead. He accentuates t h i s  impression by mingling the  flow of l i n e s  
representing h i s  ha i r  and the  flames from two torches burning on e i t h e r  
s i de  of h i s  head. Zeus thus  r e igns  supreme on the  f i r s t  of the  two 
$10. coins, a s  he did a t  ancient OPjmpia. By combining the  head of Zeus 
with torches,  Mann compliments two i l l i s t r a t i o n s .  Cen'turies before the  
Olympics were born, torches symbolized a re-kindling - a re-bi r th .  And 
the  Godhead Zeus portrayed a constant t o  which the  per iodic  r e -b i r t h  of 
events  such as the  Games could be anchored,

Mann emulates the .  inherent  symmetry of Greek archLteCt'ure f o r  t h e  Temple 
of Zeus by u t i l i z i n g  a bold r e l i e f  f o r  the  tqmple f r o h t  on t h e  seoond 
$lOLO.  coin. bn so doing he enables the  engraver $0 c l ea r ly  con t ras t  
the  d i f ference  i n  f i n i s &  between f i e l d  and r e l i e f  i 
OLYMPIC R1NG.S .m& L@EA$I-I..G 965% - For h i s  foukth and f i n a l  design, Mann 
f ea tu re s  the  w i l d  o l i ve  wreath on the second $ 5 .  coin of the  se r ies .  
The o l i ve  t w i g  bent i n t o  a head wreath was one of the  e a r l i e s t  accol- 
ades presented '20 v ic to r ious  Olynplc a th le tes .  A pos i t ive ,  tangib10 
and commomplace s igh t  t o  which the  Greek populace could assoc ia te  .the 

I wreath elevated i t s  wearer S stat.us above t h a t  of h i s  fel low spdrEsmen. 
I t s  s impl ic i ty  and t o t a l  l ack  of monetavy value was one, of the  ancient  
elements leading t o  the presen.t day concept of mateur ism i n  t h e  
Olympic idea l .  Immediately behi.nd the  w i l d  o l i ve  wreath i s  engraved 
the  fami l ia r  f i v e  r i ng  symbol of the modern Olynpic Gmes. -Archeolo- 
g i s t s ,  when examining the  s i t e  of the  o r i g i n a l  Olympic Games a t  Olympia 
found the  curious f i v e  r i ng  symbol. The symbol was origl.nally discov- 
ered on the  Iph i to s  altar i n  Greece, but the  meaning of the f i v e  i n t e r -  
locking r i n g s  remains clouded i n  ant iqui ty .  I n  1920, Baron P ie r re  de 
Coubertin of France, founder of the  modern Olympic Games, o f f i c i a l l y  
codif ied  the symbol t o  represent  the  f i v e  continents  of the  world and 
the  in ter locking f r iendship  of nani 

The obverse of a l l  four coins bears  the uncrowned e f f i gy  of Her 
Majesty Queen Elizabe-th the  Second, designed by Axnold Machin.

;After :.:.:S ,two banks merged the  notes  presented f o r  redemption were, 

of course, redeemed a t  face  value? or i n  exchange f o r  notes  of the  new 
Consolidated Rank, which ~wose  0u.t of the  merger. Since there  was a 
period of four years  during which such notes could be redeemed it i s  
no t  surpr is ing t h e t  they are  very scarce, The publ.ict S only l o s s  i n  
the  winding up of the  Consolidated Bank a s  far a s  the  c i r cu l a t i on  i s  
concerned? was the  discount on notes sold between the  time of suspension 
and the  -I;~.me of redemptj.on. 

There a re  numerous other  exarnples coming within t h i s  group of banks 
which f a i l e d  or voluntar i ly  wound up t h e i r  a f f a i r  S f o r  other  reasons, 
and many of them have fasc inat ing stories t o  - t e l l .  The foregoing should 
serve t o  i l l u s t r a t e  t h i s  pa r t i cu l a r  category and the  var ia t ions  t h a t  
make it up, 
Tha t h i r d  group, i t  w i l l  be reca l l ed ,  i s  "Notes which are  no Longer 
Current, But For Which Provision for  Redemption was Made and Continues 
t o  Ex i s toU 

'When one speaks of "non-current or obsol .e te~~ paper raoney t h i s  could 
r e f e r  t o  the  notes  o:C the  present  Canadian chartered banks which are  
st i l l .  redeer~iable but which a re  not  now current ,  and l i t e r a l l y  speaking 
a re ,  -ther2i'ore, obsolete .  The chances are,  i f  you presented one of these 
notes  i n  the payment of a debt i t  would be looked 'upon with suspicion, 
and might even be refused. Legally,  of course, it niust be redeemed by 
the  Canadian Balks and they i n  turn recover payment f rog  the  Bank of 
Canada i n .  Ottawa, Two notes  which are  obsolete  or  non-current but  are  
redeemable are  $20.00 Bank of B r i t i s h  Columbia, June 1, 1879 and the  
$5.00 Western Bank o f  Canada, Oct. 2, 1882. 

I n  thLs s ~ w e  vein, alnlost any itern of paper money which i s  not  now 
current  or  l e g a l  tender could be included a s  obsole te  currency. Items 
z c h  a s  the  £1 note of the Province of Nova Sco-tia, June l, 1854 could 
all coim within t h i s  category. 

The poi.nt i s ,  of course, t h a t  the words t tobsoletel l  and "non- 
current1 '  a re  not  synonymous with "non-redeenableI1 and indeed confuse 
nore than they c l a r i f y  when used i n  connection with Canadian paper money. 

Getting back to  the other  perhaps more important p a r t  of Group 111 
there -ae  severa l  banks which w i l l  i l l u s t r a t e  t h i s  group, two of which

BANK VILLE MARIE MONTREAL 
The Bank V i l l e  Masie of Montreal, Quebec, was chartered i n  1872. 

It operated successful ly f o r  a  t i n e  but  a s  a  r e s u l t  of corrupt  man- 
agrenen.t j.t f a i l e d  i n  1.899, Prosecutions r e su l t ed  and 'two of i t s  off-  
i c e r s  were j a i l ed ,  A t  31e time of suspension notes  mounting t o  
$261,870 were out::tanding. Deposit l i a b i l i t i e s  Were $l,50k1.,665. The 
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deposi t  c r ed i to r s  received 17*% of t h e i r  claims but noteholders who 
presen-ted t h e i r  notes received payment i n  f u l l ,  I n  f a c t  sucl? no tes  . 
are  s t i l l  redeemable i n  f u l l  upon presenta t ion t o  the  Bank of Canada 
which reported t h a t  a s  a t  December 31, 1969 there  was s t i l l  outatand- 
ing $5,808.82 of . this b,mk's notes& 
TIG ONTARIO BANIC, TORONTO 

Organized i n  1857 with a capi-La1 of $15k9880 a t  Bowmanville, 
Ontario, the 'bank l a t e r  moved t o  Toronto. I t  prospered i n  t h e  ea r ly  
y e a s .  By the  .turn of the  cen.tury a s s e t s  werb about $15,000,000 and 
c a p i t a l  and rese rves  were $2 mil l ion.  It was plagued i n  -the l a t e r  
years  with bad nanagerner~.t which terminated by 1906 with su 'bstant ial  
losses .  The General. Manager was convic.ted and j a i l ed  f o r  speculat ing 
i n  the  bankf s stock and secu r i t i e s ,  Over $"p00 mil l ion  i n  t ransac t ions  
were involved and l.osse s of $1-3/& mi l l ion  resu l ted  c 

The Bank of Montreal agreed. t o  assume the  l i a b i l i t y  and take over 
the  a s s e t s  provided the  other  banks assumed a proport ionate share Qf 
the  losses .  The financi,al pos i t ion  at  t h i s  time, October 13 1906, 
was a s s e t s  $17,432,177; l iabkl i -Lies  $15,229,685 ( the  l a t t e r  included 
outstanding circul .at ion $1,3~1,)102 and deposi ts  $12,656,034). The 
c a p i t a l  and reserve  stood a t  $2,200,000. 

Nearly 3 years  were spen.t i n  winding up the  bank. The c a p i t a l  
account was wiped out ,  but 92,$ of the  loan and overdue accounts were 
col lec ted .  The noteholder S .were thus paid i n  f u l l  and the  deposi tor  S 
e i t h e r  received casn or t ransferred  t h e i r  accoulzts t o  the  Bank of 
Montreal. It was necessary, however, t o  invoke the  double l i a b i l i t y  
clause of -the shareholders t o  -the extent  of over $1,2000j000~ Any 
notes  now outstanding can be redeemed a t  the Royal Trust Company which 
has branches 1.n the  p r inc ipa l  c i t i e s  i n  Canada. 

While it i s  not  the purpose of . this a r t i c l e  t o  l e c t u r e  oil termin- 
ology, mentioning 5.t prominently i s  d i f f i c u l t  t o  avoid if good corn& 
unica t ions  a re  t o  be achieved when ta lk ing abou-t t h i s  group of Canadian 
Bank notes.  A few f i n a l  torments, therefore ,  a re  i n  order. The use 
of c e r t a i n  words t o  describe Banks and t h e i r  bank notes t h a t  axe too 
broad and general i n  t h e i r  meaning can be confusing; lxoreovor, it n igh t  
be qui-te misleading. Speci f ic ,  more exact  .wording should perhaps be 
used and the  fol-loving terms nay be more appropriate  when discussing 
the  notes of Canadian banks: 

Redoernable : Currently,  and includes any obsolete notes. 
Redeemable - R.P.E. (Redemption Period Required) : Notes which 

could hava been redeemed a t  one time. It must be 
assumed the  notes  were issued under proper authori ty.  

Non-Redeenable - I s s s  :Legally issued notes  not  now redeemable. 
Why, i s  im.iateri.al. 

Non-Redeemable - Unissued : Includes f r  audulen-tl-y issued notes  
and those described a s  l ~ s ~ u r i o u s ~ f .  Would a lso  
include notes rel.eased a f t e r  a bark ceased t o  
e x i s t ,  commonly ca l led  'lremainder.sll. 

To know the  d i f ferences  and t o  c l a r i f y  the  way we speak about these 
Banks and t h e i r  notes i s  important i f  a proper understanding of Can- 
adian paper money i s  t o  be obtained. &-together9 severa l  hundred banks 
companies and iner chants issued paper money before and a f t e r  Confedera- 
t ion ,  Their notes range fTom the  un in te res t ing  t o  the  fasc ina t ing*  
from very comlon. t o  extrerriely r a r e ;  and they include some of the  f i n e s t  
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exan i~ les  known of t h e  e n ~ r a v e r s '  at. Mam Canadian notes have a l i b -  . ~ .~
