The term 
Renaissanoe Man has smce  been used t o  describe people who have a gen- 
i u s ,  no t  : Ju s t  i n  one specia l  area, but i n  broad areas  of hula& knowledge 
and endeavouro Benjamin Franklin t r u l y  can be thought of a s  . ' h ~ e r i c a ~ s  ,. 

Renaissanqe Mans 
I n  ;be 8 4  years  of h i s  l i f e ,  1706-1790, he compiled a r<cord of 

achievem4nt t h a t  few men i n  h i s to ry  have equalled and none h m e  surpass- 
ed. He was America's f i r s t  g rea t  genius and the  f i r s t  American t o  win 
i n t e rna t i qna l  f m e ,  Once an undducated boy whose only a s s e t  yas  some 
technical  ' t r a i n i n g  a s  a p r in t e r ,  through his own e f f o r t s  he rbge t o  
achieve world renown, I n  h i s  day he was more f mous than Geoyge Wash- 
ington Thomas J 'efferson or any other  American. Moreover Franklin was 
the  oniy American t o  s ign all four of the  major docments  which l e d  t o  
the founding of the  United Sta tes ,  e ,g, ,  theUDeclarat ion of Independ- 
ence" the  "Constitution," the  "Treaty of Alliancet'  with France, and 
the  l ' ireaty of Peacet' with angland. 

TO-day, most Americans remember him a s  a p a t r i o t ,  an inventor,  a 
philosopher and a w i t ,  We quote sayings frora h i s  almanac "Poor Rich- 
ard Saunder stt . We pic tu re  him signing the  Declarat ion of Independence 
or  f l y ing  h i s  famous k i t e  t o  prove the  e l e c t r i c a l  na ture  of l ightning.  
But, those who have read and studied t h i s  marvelous man knowithat he 

-&e many l a s t i n g   contribution.^ t o  the  American way of l i f e  i s  we know 
it to-dayt He was i n s t r u n e n t d  i n  founding suckvaried i n s t i t u t i o n s  a s

N1 i f  these  achievements from a boy who had two years  of formal 
schooling; Although Frank l in ' s  schooling ended his educatiori d id  not ,  
fo r  he believed t h a t  " the doors of wi*om never shut;. 

We recen t ly  bade farewel l  t o  a coin t h a t  bore the  p o r t r d t  of the  
respected j non-presidential  name i n  U, S. h i  s tory  known a s  the  Franklin 
H a l f  D o l l p .  John Sinnock, U. S. Chief Mint Engraver, created the  coin 
which w a s ' f i r s t  introduced t o  the  public  i n  1548. This coin replaced 
the  Wallring Liberty Half, the  only coin l e f t  i n  regu la r  c i r cu l a t i on  t h a t  
bore the  p o r t r a i t  of Miss Libt?rty, Miss Liberty had adorned the  coin- 
age of thq United S t a t e s  since 1793. Was t h i s  the  death kne l l  f o r  her? 
Tico only can answer t h i s  question, but t h a t  i s  another &or$, The 
Franklin @alf was minted continuously from 1948 u n t i l  1963, vl!~en i t  was 
discontinGed t o  make mi:;:y f o r  the  Kennedy Half. I t  c a r r i e s  all i t s  obv- 
e r s e  the  bust  of Benjmin Franklin i n  p r o f i l e  facing r i gh t .  .'.,round, the  
 statesman.'?^ head are  the  i n sc r ip t i ons  . t 'Libertyit  and " I N  GOD.; WE TRUSTtt. 
The da te  of issue i s  located  beneath h i s  chin, and the  des igner ' s  i n i t i a l s  
which axe J. R. S. a re  v i s i b l e  beneath Bents  r i g h t  shoulder. 
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The reverse  shows the  "Liberty Bel l t t  hanging from i t s  o r i g i n a l  
elm yoke. Around the  top ItUNITED STATES OF AMEBICAv with the  denomina- 
t i o n  Half Dollar across the bottom. The motto "E PLURIBUS UNUMIt i s  on 
the  l e f t  of the  b e l l ,  and balanced on the  opposite s ide  by 
ord inar i ly  s m a l l  eagle.  The srnjll eagle would have pleased 3 rankl in ,  extra- 
I ' m  sure, because he detested the  na t iona l  syr~bol a s  a b i rd  %hat preys 
on the  weak, and i n  h i s  opinion was unworthy of the  lionour it received. 
Leg& spec i f i ca t ions  made the  eagle a fo r  the  Half bu t  Tts reduced 
size showed t h a t  Sinnock must have f e l t  somewhat the  s m o  a s  Franklin. 

Two nicknmes have been given t h i s  ~ o i n , ~ ' t h e  advert is ing ha l f t t ,  
because on the  well  s t ruck proof coins "Pass and Stowu can be read on 
the  b e l l  on the  reverse,  Pass and Stow was the Philadelphia'foundry 
chosen t o  r epa i r  and r e c a s t  the  o r i g i n a l  b e l l  nade by ThonasLis te r  of 
Whitechapel, England, The f i r s t  crack developed wh?.le the  b e l l  was 
being t e s t ed  i n  1752,, The other  nicknar~e i.s The Cracked Die Half, be- 
cause of the  crack t h a t  shows on the  Liberty Bel l  on the  rev$irse, 

This coin i s  i n  a c l a s s  by i t s e l f  because i t  i s  the  only coin 
minted f o r  regular  c i r cu l a t i on  t h a t  bears  the  p o r t r a i t  of a non-presid- 
ent.  Sone might disagree and say the  buf;?alo o r  Indian head n icke l  
bears  the  p o r t r a i t  of Chief John Big. 7"ree. J m e s  E a r l  Fraser,  designer 
of the  Buffalo n ickel ,  used three  d i f f e r e n t  Indian chief S asinodels  f o r  
h i s  design: Seneca Chief John Rig Tree, Cheyenne Chief Two Moon% and 
Sioux Chief I ron Tra i l .  This makes the  p o r t r a i t  a conposite"of three 
d i f f e r e n t  people and does not  bear the  l ikeness  of any one spec i f i c  
per son. 

By an a c t  of Congress dated September 26, 1890 coins were t o  carry  
a design f o r  a mininun of 25 years  before a change could l e g a l l y  bo 
nade. The Franklin design, normally scheduled f o r  25 years  ginimuni 
run, l a s t e d  only s ix teen year S and was replaced with Congres3iond 
approval with the  current  ICennedy Half. Because of i t s  shark l i f e ,  
t h i r t y - f i ve  coins make a conplete co l l ec t i on  and a re  s t i l l  r 4 l a t i v e l y  
easy t o  conplete. These f a c t s  nake the  Franklin Hjlves very~populaa  
mong co l l ec to r s  to-day. I f  ono should w a n t  t o  begin co l lec t ing  t h i s  
s e r i e s ?  I would suggest he do so now fo r ,  l i k e  everything e l p ,  the  
value of the  FranlrLin Halves has increased, but not  t o  the  point  where 
they are  ou t  of reach f o r  nos t  col lec tors .
