In a recent  l e t t e r  from 
one of our readers,  he 
asked fo r  an explanation 
of the  following terms: 
"Touch P _ L "  and of 
"Saint Pa t r ick ' s  Monep 

For h i s  information the  
following i s  repr inted 

from t!~e f tCOIW DICTIONARY M D  GUIDZ" by C.C. Chambeslartn and 
Freed Reinf eld. 

S&-nt Pa t r i ckcs  M o n e y  : A copper halfpenny and farthing,  s truck a t  
Dublin i n  the time of Charles II (probably 1678). On the obverse i s  
King David kneeling and playing on a harp, and on the reverse St. 
Patr i  ck blessing the people. The halfpenny b e w s  the  obver se  legend 
FLO133.2T RZX (May the King f lour ish)  and the reverse legend ECCE GREX 
(Behold h i s  f lock);  the farthing bears the legends FLOREW! REX and 
QUIESCAT PLFiFIS (Let the people be s t i l l ) .  I r i s h  imigrants brought the 
coinwe over to  New Jersey i n  1681, and it was legal ized as currency 
for elnat colony. Both types of t h i s  coin are found with a plug of brass, 
with a crown impressed on the plug. 

Touch Piece : A coin o r  rnedalet d i s t r ibu ted  b a person of royal  blood -- 
to suf fe re rs  from scrofula ( the  liking g~ eevitty, i n  the cereaony of  
healing by touch. According t o  both Tacitus and Suetorxius, the Emperor 
Vespasiam effected miraculous cures a t  Alexandria by his touch. 
(Tacitus, IUstory, I V .  lxxxi; Suetonlus, Vespasian, VII. ) Edward the  
Confessor i s  the first English King on record who Ittouchedtt f o r  the 
king ' S  e v i l  (1058); the last English sovereign t o  perform Lhe ceremony 
was Anne. Among those she tltouchedft was Samuel Johnson then a child 
of two and a half ,  The or ig ina l  medalet placed round A s  neck i s  now 
i n  the Br i t i sh  Museum. The ceremony of wtouchingw i s  alluded t o  by 
Pews, and Evelyn ives  curious d e t a i l s  of i t  i n  his diary (6July 6 1660, 28 March 168 ). 

The Tudors and the S tuar t s  used the  gold angel i n  touching, 
doubtless from the symbolical type showing St. Micheal defeating 
Satan. After the issue of  angels had ceased, a special  small gold 
medalet was struck fo r  the  purpose, i n  tile time of  Charles 11. T h i s  
bears the same type of St. Michael and the  Devil; on the reverse i s  a 
s'dp with the  legend SOLI DEO GLORIA (To God alone be the glory). 
Both coins and rnedalets a re  always found with a hole pierced i n  them 
for  suspension. They were not  merely mementos of the occasion, but  
were considered a s  amulets, intended t o  be worn around the  neck of the  
sufferer  until  a cure was effected.

A NUMISMATIC FAIRYTALE by ICen Wilmot. 

Once upon a time, a very long time ago, a young g i r l  was born. 
(Whoever heard of an o ld  g i r l  being born) .Now this young g i r l  had all 
t h e  trials and t r i b u l a t i o n s  of k i d s  growing up and, as a resat,  she 
became hypersensi t ive and a compulsive eater. 

Now this turned out  to be very, very important as she had a 
very sweet tooth. A s  time went by, our young g i r l  grew o lder  and o lder  
and fat ter  and f a t t e r .  A l l  her f r i ends  s t a r t e d  t o  c a l l  her  f a t t y  and 
much before her time she became the  most buxom of  all. Well wi th  a l l  
her eat ing of candy and goodies she developed a real case o f  acne. 
This l ed  t o  her being ca l led  the  Ugly One. Now about this time by some 
strange t u rn  of  events  along came a handsome Emperor who she married 
and became an Emperoress. The term of the  Ugly One did not  s i t  well  
with her subjects  but  she s t i l l  was qu i t e  corpulent and many decided 
t o  c a l l  her the  Fat One., 

Our heroine 's  marriage r e d l y  l a s t e d  and she d idn ' t  even g e t  
divorced. She had 16 children and one even grew up t o  be more famous 
than her mother. Hsr famous daughter 's  name was Marie h t o i n e t t e  whom 
many of you have heard of.  

The Fat  Lady reigned her  country from 1740 t o  1780 when she died. 
U3 her subjects  were r e a l l y  sorry t o  see t h e i r  l3mperoress go, bu t  
looked on her many achievements and decided t h a t  she would never d i e  
i n  the  s igh t  of man. Ilow t r ue  they were as today we still, can see coins 
i ssued t o  honour t h e i r  hpe ro re s s .  

When a f a i r y t a l e  ends everyone i s  supposed t o  l i v e  happily ever 
a f t e r  but i n  this ins tance  we a re  going t o  t r a v e l  along from t h a t  sad 
day i n  1740 and see i f  our f a i r y t a l e  heroine ac tua l ly  d id  accomplish 
this fea t .  

Maria Theresa shown an the  obverse of  the  Thaler has been 
lovingly ca l led  "The Pat  Onen, the  Itugly Onett and the  coin r e f f e r ed '  to 
as a "coin without a countryu. What makes the  oddball  s i l v e r  Thtil.er 
(uo l la r )  so oddball i s  t ha t  Austr ia  mints about two mil l ion  of  them a 
year, y e t  the  c0in.s are  not  even l e g a l  tender i n  t h i s  country. Strange 
a s  i t  may seem, they do not  even have any o f f i c i a l l y  f ixed value. 
:-Iowever, with some 350 mil l ion of them already minted i t  continues t o  
be usecl as a trading coin f a r  from i t s  borders. 

Par t icular ly  i s  the  Thaler r id ing  high i n  the  Mit,dle Zast whero, 
$he l iat ionals  prefer  t o  carry ou t  t h e i r  t r ansac t ions  using Itthe Fat  
Ladytt a s  the medium of exchange. This  has been going on i n  the  bliddle 
das t  fo r  nearly 200 years. 

Some time ago, the  Republhc of Yemen issued a decree saying 
t h a t  L'ne Maria Theresa Thaler would be outlawed at; a given cutoff  date.  
Anyone caught trading with the  " f a t  ladyt1 would be subject  t o  a s t i f f  
f i n e  or  imprisonment and anyone importing the  Thaler would be executedo 

Although Yeman may successful ly g e t  t h e  Thalers  ou t  of circula-  
t ion ,  the coins a re  s t i l l  widely used i n  many other  p ~ a r t s  o f  the Middle 
&ast. There' s something about the  Emperoress Maria Theresa' s 



"profusion of bustM as one English explorer of yesteryear termed it, 
that  moves the  Arabs t o  profound admiration, a f ac t  that  keeps the 
coin very much inuse. 

Having cultivated some kind of nat ional is t ic  grudge against 
the maverick cartwheel, Resident Nasser of Egypt, a few years ago, 
confiscated 300,000 Thalers at  Port Said on the excuse tha t  they were 
destined for Israel. Actually, they were owned by English s i lver  
brokers who lodged a formal "act of piracyBt complaint against Cairo. 

Considered by many as the most beautifull  of &l coins, the 
Maria Theresa carr ies  a low decolletage profile of the AustrPan 
Uperoress. The raised edge bears the inscription l ' Ius t i t i a  a t  
Clementiatl while the reverse side bears the two-headed eagle of the 
i b l y  Roman Empire. The raised edge croates a coin which i s  vertually 
impossible t o  counterfeit, It was originally introduced to the Dark 
Continent by Viennese traders for payment of African coffee and other 
art icals.  It was adopted by Groat Britaln, Germany and Sudan i n  the 
early 1800' S when i t  opened up the international trade i n  Africa, 

Jeighing exactly 20.G668 grms and carrying a consistent Wre 
s i lver  content of 833 parts per 1,000 i s  the coin "without a country". 

The f i r s t  minting took place i n  1751, bu t  the coins issued 
-today are dated I780 the date of Maria Theresats death. 

I f  nothing else, the Maria Theresa Thaler proves one thing. 
The penny-careful Austrians who love t o  build banks also know how to  
make money. 

Truly a Numismatic Fd.rytale.
