S i r  J e f f e r y  Amherst, Commander-in-chief of t h e  Kins f o r c e s  in America, 
desp ised  t h e  Lidians as d i r t y  savages, C o m d a n t s  obeyed h i s  orders  t o  
withhold g i f t s ,  espec ia , . ly  powder and lead, they  rece ived  Chiefs  in an 
i n s u l t i n g  manner, B r i t i s h  traders, who no longer  had t o  compete with t h e  
French, were b r u t a l  i n  t h e i r  dea l ings  wi th  t h e  Indiana. 

Angered by such  t rea tment  t h e  Indians  needed only a l eade r .  Pont iac,  
Chief of t h e  dttawa, induced o t h e r  l o c a l  t r i b e s  t o  j o in  i n  a p l o t  t o  
t a k e  t h e  f o r t  a t  k t r o i t .  Af te r  f a i l j n g  t o  capture  it, they  l a i d  s i e g e  
t o  it on Hay 9 th , ,  bu t  W j o r  Henry Gladwin held out  and Pontiac withdrew 
e a r l y  in Lovember. Other  t r i b e s  set o f f  a cha in  r e a c t i o n  and For t  S t .  Joseph 
was captured.  

AL1 t h e  F o r t s  i n  Indiana ant1 cjhio f e l l  t o  t h e  Indians  and a l l  in 
kennsylvania except  Fort  P i t t ,  

But s o  Long as For t  Lletroit  remained i r t  t h e  hands of t h e  B r i t i a h  t h e  
u p r i s i n g  was doomed. Fort  Sandusky was taken  Mag l t h ,  Fort  S t .  Joseph 
on May 25th, Fort  Miamis two days l a t e r  and For t  4uiatenon on June 1st. 

Indians  b e s e i ~ e d  F o r t  Venango, Fo r t  P i t t ,  Fort  Le 3ouef and Presqu 
Isle, By t h e  end of June only For t  k t r o i t ,  P i t t  and Niagara were in t h e  
hands of t h e  B r i t i s h  and they  were under sieee. However two western pos t s  
rem3ined unat tacked,  t h e  f o r t  a t  Green Bay and For t  hfiehiltmackinac. The 
l a t t e r  was b u i l t  between 1720 and 1750 t o  c o n t , r d  t h e  f u r  t r a f f i c  of t h e  
u p p w  lakes.  

Chivpeira l i ved  in t h e  a r e a  arid i t  was a redezvous f o r  traders, coureurs  
d e  b : ~ i s  and Indians  in t h e  f u r  t r ade .  

Since 1762, Captain ( k o r g e  Ether ington  had8 been i n  comttand of t h e  
g a r r i s o n  wi th  two o the r  u f f i c e r u  and t h i r t y  f i v e  Royal Americans. He had 
confidence in h i s  men and t h e  high s tockade wi th  enc iosed  about two a c r e s  
of gruund. As l ~ n g  as t h e r e  wits an amaple s u ~ j p l y  of f . v d  and ammunition, t h e  
c a p t a i n  f e l t  s a f e  from an h d i a n  al.t.;tck.

Marie saying  he was worried 
by t h e  no i se  of e v i l  b i r d s ,  With f u r t h e r  f i g u r a t i v e  language Wawatam 
t r i e d  t o  inform Henry of impending danger a t  t h e  f o r t ,  

&cause his canoes had not  y e t  returr!ed wi th  f u r s ,  t h e  t r a d e r  dec l ined  
t h e  i n v i t a t i a n .  When another  v i s i t  by t h e  Chief on June 1st. f a i l e d  t o  

change Henry's mirtd, 'Aawatam and his wife  tearfuLLy bade f a r e w e l l  t o  t h e i r  
whi te  bro ther .
